IN OPERATION

When the Power-Mate® is being moved back
and forth on the floor, the lights will change
from one configuration to another as more
dirt or less dirt is being vacuumed. As long as
one or more red lights are on, dirt is passing
through the wand to indicate that the surface
still needs cleaning.

When the green fight stays on as the Power-
