WARNING

Your safety is important to us. To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, injury to persons, or damage when
using your vacuum cleaner, follow basic safety precautions, including the following:

. Disconnect power supply before servicing and/or cleaning the unit.

. Do not leave appliance plugged in. Unplug from outlet when not in use or before servicing.

. Do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces. Do not pick up water or wet materials.

. Do not handle plug or appliance with wet hands.

. Do not allow it to be used as a toy. Close attention is necessary when used by or near children.

. Use only as described in this manual. Use only attachments recommended by manufacturer.
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. Do not use with damaged cord or plug. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer
or an Authorized Service Center or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

8. Do not pull or carry by the power cord as a handle, close door on cord, or pull the cord around sharp edges or
corners. Do not run appliance over the cord. Keep the cord away from heated surfaces.

9. Do not unplug by pulling the cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cord.

10. Do not put any object into openings. Do not use with any opening blocked. Keep free from dust, lint, hair and
anything that may reduce air flow.

11. Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers, and all parts of body away from the openings and moving parts.
Do not use vacuum cleaner to pick up sharp, hard objects, small toys, pins, etc.

12. Do not pick up anything that is burning or smoking, such as cigarettes, matches, or hot ashes.

13. Do not use to pick up flammable or combustible liquid or vapors such as gasoline or use in areas where they
may exist.

14. Do not use vacuum cleaner without dust bag and/or filters in place.
15. Always turn off all controls before unplugging.
16. Do not keep vacuum cleaner on chairs, tables, etc. Extra care must be taken when cleaning stairs.

17. Always unplug the unit or turn off the switch when the unit automatically stops unintentionally.
If you don't, the cleaner could re-start unintentionally.

Polarized plug: This appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other). As a safety feature to
reduce the risk of electric shock, this plug is intended to fit in polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit
fully into the outlet, reverse the plug. If still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Do not attempt to defeat this
safety feature.

Thermal protector: This vacuum cleaner has a special thermostat that protects the cleaner in case of motor
overheating. If the cleaner suddenly shuts off, turn off the switch and unplug the cleaner. Check the cleaner for a
possible source of overheating such as a full bag, a blocked hose or clogged filter. If these conditions are found,
fix them and wait at least 30 minutes before attempting to use the cleaner. After the 30 minutes period, plug the
cleaner back in and turn on the switch. If the cleaner still does not run, contact a qualified electrician.

Air flow indicator

The indicator (A) will show red when
the dirt cup is full or there is a block-
age or clog in the system. Turn
cleaner OFF and unplug. Check
the dirt cup and empty if necessary.
Turn cleaner back on. If the indicator
still shows yellow, follow the instruc-
tions under “Clearing blockages”.

Dirt cup

When to empty
It is recommended that the dirt cup be
emptied before the dirt reaches the fill

line (A), or after every use if preferred.

CAUTION: Very fine materials,
such as face powder or cornstarch,
may seal the filter and cause loss
of suction. When using the cleaner
for this type of dust, empty the cup
and clean the filters often.

Replacing Belt & Agitator

Belt replacement

The belt on your vacuum cleaner
causes the agitator to rotate and is
important for the effective operation
of the cleaner. The belt is located
under the bottom plate of the clean -
er and should be checked from time
éo time to be sure it is in good con -
ition.

When to replace

Disconnect cleaner from electrical
outlet.

To check belt, remove bottom plate
as shown in Fig.5-14. Replace belt
if it is stretched, cut or broken.

Installing new belt

With lettering on outside of belt, and
positioned as shown, slide new belt
over motor pulley (D).

How to replace

Disconnect cleaner from electrical
outlet.

Removing bottom plate

Place handle in lowest position and
turn cleaner over so bottom side is
up. Remove the 5 screws as shown
with a Phillips screwdriver. Lift off
bottom plate (A).

Removing belt

Remove agitator brush roll (B) and
used belt (C).
Discard used belt.
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Replacing bottom plate
Reposition bottom plate and 5
Phillips head screws. Tighten
screws securely.

Replacing agitator brush roll

Insert agitator through belt and place
belt in belt guide (E) on agitator.

Should the agitator shield (F)
become dislodged while replacing
the belt or the agitator, reposition it
as shown noting the placement of its
belt guide (G).

Securing agitator

Grasp agitator firmly and fit it into
position by first sliding end opposite
the belt into the rectangular slot (H)
on side of cleaner.

Pull other side of agitator (1) into
place.

Turn agitator making sure belt turns
freely and is not pinched between
agitator and bottom of cleaner.

6. If you have a

problem

If a minor problem occurs, it usually
can be solved quite easily when the
cause is found by using the check -
list below.

Problem: Cleaner won’t run

Possible Cause
