If the power cuble is undumaged, to restore operation press the "RESET" button.

To verify correct operdation of the pluy, press the "TEST" button periodically and make sure
the uppliunce disconnects. If this is hot the cuse, contuct the service center.

To restore operdation, press the "RESET" button.
