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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using electrical appliances, basic precautions should always be followed to reduce risk of
fire, electric shock, and injury to persons, including the following:

Read all instructions before using this heater.

Mever for any reason cover the appliance during operation as this could lead to dangerous
overheafing.

This heater is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let bare skin touch hot surfoces. Usa
handle when moving this heater. Keep combustible materials, such as furniture, pillows, bed-
din papers, clothes, and curtains at least 3 feat (0,9 m) from the front and top of the heater
un:ﬂmnp them away from the sides and rear.

Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used by or near children or invalids and whe-
never the heater is left operating and unattended.

Always unplug heater when not in use.

Do not operale any healer with a damaged cord or plug or affer the heater malfundiions, has been
or in manner. If healer has leaked oil, disconfinue using the heater and
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lity for exxamination, eledrical or medhanical adjusiment, or repair.

Do not use outdoors.

This heater is not intended for use in bathrooms, loundry areas and similar indoor locations.

Mever locate heater where it may fall into a bathtub or other water container.

Do not run cord under carpeting. Do not cover cord with throw rugs, runners, or the like.

Arrange cord away from raffic area and where it will not be tri oVer.

To disconnect heater, turn controls to off, then remove p|ug from outlet.
Connect to properly polarized outlets only.

Do not insert or allow foreign cbjects to enter any ventilation or exhaust opening as this may
couse an elactric slmck, ﬁrﬂ, or clurnu-ga the heater.

To prevent a possible fire, do not block air intokes or exhaust in any manner. Do not use on
soft surfaces, like a bed, where openings may become blocked.

A heater has hot or arcing or sparking parts inside. Do not use it in areas where gasoline,
paint, or lammable liquids are used or stored.

Use this heater only as described in this manual. Any other use not recommended by the
manufacturer may cause fire, eleciric shock, or injury to persons.

To prevent overload and blown fuses, be sure that no other appliance is plugged into the
same ouflet (receptacle) or into anclher outlet {receptacle) wired into the same circuit.

It is normal for the heater's plug and cord to feel warm to the touch. A plug or cord which becomes
hot to the touch or becomes cﬁstnrm-:l in shape may be a result of a wom electrical outlet. Wom
outlets or receptacles should be replaced prior to further use of the heater. Plugging heater info a
worn outlet /receptocle/ may result in overheating of the power cord or fire.

Do not use an exdension cord because i may overheat and cause a risk of fire. However, ¥ you have fo use

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1. LOCATION
Place heater on floor beneath coldest window in the room or any desired location. Your heater will
minimize the effect of cold drafts.

The heater must not be located immediately below a socket-outlet.
Do not use this radiator in rooms having a surfoce area lass than 4 m”.

2. CONNECTION

The rodiator must be connected to a properly polarized A/C 110/120 V housshold outlet in per-
Fact working conditions.

Keep loose clothing or bedding, furniture and lammable material away from the wall outlet where
the heater plug is fitted in.

3. SWITCHING ON TWO-SWITCHES MODELS

Turn thermostat clockwise to the maximum position. Switch on both switches. The lights on the swit-
ches remain on indipendent of the cycling of the thermostat. When room reaches desired tempera-
ture, turn the thermostat knob counter dockwise very slowly and carefully until you hear a “dlick”.
This will automatically set your unit to cycle on and off at that desired heat setting. (For timer
instructions, see point 5)

Note: It will normally require approx.15 minutes to reach operating femperature.

4. USE OF THERMOSTAT

The thermostat operates on room air temperature and not rodiator temperature. Counter clockwise
direction - lower number, lower temperature. Clockwise direction- higher number, higher tempera-
fure.

Antifreeze function

Turn the thermostat fo the % position and press the switches. The appliance will maintain a mini-
mum room temperature of approximately 5°C thus preventing freezing with a minimum energy
consumption.

REMINDER
To completely shut unit off, OMN/OFF switches must be placed in OFF position.

2. UNITS WITH TIMER

Clock sefting

The programme/timer, as in all clocks, must be set to the correct fime. If for example the time is
.30 am. Idu}f zone), rotate the dial clockwise [fﬂ”::M'ing the direction of the arraw) until 9.30 is
aligned with the triangular pointer.

IMPORTANT:
DO NOT ROTATE CLOCK DIAL COUNTER CLOCKWISE.

The timer is in effect an electric clock and only works while plug is connected to the power supply.
Whenever the plug is disconnectad, the timer stops and must be re-set.

Your product is equipped with a polarized altemafing current line plug (o plug having cne
blade wider than the other). This plug will fit into the power outlet only one way. This is a safsty
feature. If you are unable to insert the plug fully info the outlet, try reversing the plug. If the plug
should still fail to fit, contact your elecirician to replace your obsolete outlet. Do not defeat the
safety purpose of the polarized plug.

IMPORTANT: There are 96 tabs around the dial. Each tab represents a 1/4 hour

{15 minutes} and thers is a tab for every quarter hour of the 24 hour day. Your appliance can be
programmed to switch itself OMN and OFF ot the fime you want. With the fimer you can approxi-
mate your sefting fo within 15 minutes and program up to 48 cycles (1 oycle = 1 "ON" + 1 "OFF")
over a period of 24 hours (12 hours a.m.+12 hours p.m.).

The tabs can be pushed inwards or pulled outwards by merely using your fingers. When the tab is
in the inward position (towards the center of the dial), the heater will operate during that 15 minu-
te period. IF the tab is in the outward position, the heater will not operate during this period.
Pleasa note when you first use your heater, all the tabs are inwards. You must push in those tabs
for the period that you want the heater to work. (If you want to bypass the fimer check that the all
96 tabs inward).

Timer operafion

a). Plug in the heater.

b). Turn timer dial clockwise to set clock with the current time of d{:}r {see CLOCK SETTING).

c). Push tabs inwards for the period you want the heater to operate. For example, the illustration
shows that appliance will operate from 2 a.m. to 4.30 a.m.

d). Push switch{-es) in.

a). Once you have set the tabs for the desired heating periods, your heater will cycle on and off
according to these saltings.

t). Aslong os you keep the heater plugged in, the timer will continue to keep proper fime.

6. MAINTENANCE AND SERVICE
Always remove the plug from the power socket and allow the radiator fo cool. Wipe rodiator with
a soft da mp cloth, do not use dﬂtergenrs and abrasives.

Should the radiator not be in use over a certain length of time, wind the cable round the holder
and store it in a dry ploce (see fig. in front page).
