For your personal safety, this air cleaner
must be grounded.This air cleaner is
equipped with a power supply cord
having a 3-prong ground plug.

If a mating outlet is not
available, it is the personal
responsibility and obligation of the
customer to havethe properly
grounded outlet installed by a qualified
electrician.

Your Kenmore air cleaner has 5 basic

components:

CleaningAirCleaner
1.Turn air cleaner OFF,then unplug air

cleaner or disconnect from power
supply.

2. Place fingers on front release tabs.

Gently push tabs in and pull front
grill forward to remove it.

3. Remove both filters and set aside. DO

NOT try to wash and reuse either the
HEPA filter or the pre-fiiter.

4. Clean air cleaner with a soft damp
cloth.

5. Gently wash front grill in soapy water
(NOTdishwasher safe).

6. Reassemble air cleaner.

7. Plug in air cleaner or reconnect power
supply, then turn air cleaner ON.



FilterReplacement
Indicator lights on top of air cleaner
will light up when it is time to replace
either the pre-fiiter or the HEPA filter.

1. Place fingers on front release tabs.
Gently push tabs in and pull front
grill forward to remove it.

2. Remove and replace the indicated
filter. Install the new HEPA filter in the

same direction shown by the arrow
located on the filter frame. Install the

new pre-filter by placing it on the
tabs. DO NOT try to wash and reuse
either the HEPA filter or the pre-filter.

'"" Bottom Slots

3. Place bottom tabs on front grill into
slots in base of air cleaner. Push top of

grill forward until grill locks in place.

4. Push the "Reset"button to turn off
light(s) and reset timer.

For most efficient operation of the air

cleaner, it is recommended that you
replace the pre-filter every three
months and the HEPA filter every year.
