The attachments should be conveniently positioned on the
side of the cleaner for easy access. Assemble the hose
and attachments to the cleaner as follows:

Place the hosae on the hose holder in front of the handle.
Grasp the end of the hose and push it down over the short
hose cuff, twisting as you push down.

Place the wand in the front slot of the tool holder. Store
the dusting brush in the end of the wand.

Place the crevice.tool into the rear slot of the tool holder.

Your Panasonic upright vacuum cleaner is
designed with an automatic self adjusting
nozzle. No manual adjustments are
required. The height of the nozzls is
instantly and automatically adjusted to any
carpet pile height. This self adjusting
feature allows the nozzle to float evenly
over all carpet pile surfaces.

The edge cleaning feature provides for
improved cleaning of carpets near walls
and furniture.

This vacuum has a motor protector by-pass valve which
automatically opens to provide cooling air to the motor
when a clog prevents the norma! flow of air to the motor.

The by-pass valve opens to prevent the motor from
overheating and possibly causing damage to the Motor
vacuum. When open, a change of sound wil! be Protector —
noticed as air rushes through the valve opening. if

this occurs, turn the vacuum off and unplug the power
cord from the outlet. Check for clogs as described in the
REMOVING CLOGS section.

The motor protector by-pass valve may open when using
attachments or when cleaning new carpet, due to
reduced air flow by the attachments themselves or by
new carpet fuzz filling the bag quickly,

DO NOT use outiets above counters. Damage to items in the surrounding areas could
occur. Be sure the switch is in the off position while plugging the cord in.

NOTE: To reduce the risk of electrical shock, this vacuum has a polarized plug, one blade is wider
than the other. This plug will fitin a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit fully in
the outlet, reverse the plug. If it stili does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install the proper
outlet.

WARNIN G Personal Injury Hazard when Using Attachments.

DO NOT place hands or feet underneath the unit when using the attachment tools. The
agitator begins to revolve rapidly when using attachments.

CAUTION

When using the attachments, the agitator begins rotating. DO NOT allow the cleaner to
remain in just one place for a period of time, as the agitator may damage the floor sur-
face. Avoid placing the cleaner on furniture, the fringed area of rugs, deep pile carpet-
ing, or carpeted stairs. The ideal position for the cleaner when using attachments Is
for the unit to be on a level area with the handle in the fuil upright position. See the
HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS section.

To remove the hose from the short hose, grasp the hose cuff and twist
as you pull up. Once the hose has been removed it can be used as is,
¢r the wand can be added for further reach. The tools can be attached
to the hose or the end of the wand. When connecting the wand or
tools, always twist as you push down. If additional reach is required,
the dusting brush can be attached to the end of the crevice tool by
simply sliding it over the narrow end of the crevice tool.

When using the attachments DO NOT overextend your reach with the
hose as it could tip the cleaner over.

To store attachments place the hose on the hose holder in front of the
handle. Return the hose to the tool holder, twisting as you push down
to connect it to the short hose cuff. Piace the wand in the front of the
tool holder. Store the dusting brush in the end of the wand. Return the
crevice tool to the tool holder.

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ROUTINE CARE OF CLEANER

Performing the following tasks will keep your new Panasonic vacuum cleaner operating at peak
performance levels and will ensure these high levels for years to come. Check the BEFORE
REQUESTING SERVICE section in this manual for recommendations on performing some of
these tasks to help solve various problems that may occur.

WAR NIN G Electrical Shock or Personal injury Hazard.

Always disconnect electrical supply before performing any service and/or cleaning of the
vacuum cleaner. Failure to do so could result in electrical shock or personal injury from
cleaner suddenly starting. DO NOT operate the cieaner without the secondary filter. Be
sure the sacondary filter is properly installed. Failure to do so could result in motor fail-
ure.

A secondary foam filter protects the motor
from dirt. When installing a new dust bag,
check this filter. Accumulated dirt in the
dust compartment will collect on the filter
and may restrict motor performance. When
the filter becomes dirty, pull it from
the bottom of the dust compariment
and clean by rinsing with water.
When dry, slide the filter back into
place. Insert the secondary foam fil-
ter with a ruler or something flat. It
should be fully inserted under the ptastic
rib projections all the way to the rear.

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Always operate the vacuum with a genuine Panascnic Type U3 Standard or U
Electrostatic dust bag installed. Panasonic dust bags may be ordered through any

authorized Panasonic dealer.

When the lower plate is removed for any reason, before reinstalling, be sure that all elec-
trical wires are routed in 8 manner that prevents them from coming into contact with the
lower plate, lower plate screws, or any moving parts. Be sure that the wires are not
pinched in any way when the lower plate is reinstailed.

Before replacing any parts, disconnect the vacuum
cleaner from the electrical cutlet. '

Replacing some of the parts in this section
involves the removal and installation of the Lower
lower plate. Always place paper under nozzle Plats —*
anytime the lower plate is removed to protect
the floor surface,

To Remove Lower Plate.

Start by placing the handle in the upright position. See
the HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS section. Turn the vacuum
cleaner over, exposing the underside. Release the lower plate by
remaoving the three (3) screws that secure the lower plate, as shown in the

ilustration. Remove the lower plate and remove any rasidue that may exist in the belt area.

To Reinstall Lower Plate.
Hook the front end of lower plate into the slots on the front of the nozzle housing. Press the
lower plate into place and fasten it by replacing !he three (3) screws.

NOTE: To ensure maximum cleaning efficiency, the belt should be checked regularly to make
sure it is in good condition. Check to see if the belt is stretched, cracked, or if excessive slippage
has occurred. Replace il necessary.

1. Remove the lower plate using the procedure in the
REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE sec-
tion. :

2. Grasp the bulb socket, wiggle the socket back and
forth while pulling it up out of the nozzle housing. To
remove the old bulb, push it in toward the bulb socket

3. Install the new bulb by pushing it in toward the
bulb socket and turning it clockwise. Use any stan-
dard bayonet base appliance bulb rated at 15 Watts.

NOTE: Do not use a bulb rated over 15 Watts.
During extended use, heat from the bulb could over- Bulb Socket Assembly
heat the surrounding plastic parts.

4. Reinsert the bulb socket into the nozzle housing by pushing it back down into the slot.
Replace the lower plate as outlined in the REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE section.

Be careful when removing agitator. The belt tengion is high. Failure to do so could
result in personal injury from agitator releasing quickly and snapping away.

Unplug and turn the unit over. Remove the lower plate as described in the REMOVING/

Loop the new belt around the motor shaft and loop it
around the brush pulley. See illustration for correct belt
routing. Use only a Panasonic Type UBS drive belt.
Betore reinserting the agitator make sure the brush sup-
ports/washers are on correcly. See illustration in

the REPLACING THE AGITATOR section.

Reinstall Agitator

After checking the brush supports, reinstal! the agitator back into the housing grooves. After
installing the agitator, turn it by hand making sure that the be't is not twisted or pinched and ali
rotating parts turn freely. Replace the lower plate as described in the REMOVING/AINSTALLING
THE LOWER PLATE section.

Switch off the vacuum cleaner and unplug the power
cord before cleaning the agitator. In order to keep the
cleaning efficiency high, clean the agitator regularly.
Remove the lower plate if necessary. See the REMOV-
a1 INGANSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE section

for the proper procedure.

Agitator - Cut off any carpet pile and lint
entangled around the agitator with a pair of
scissors as illustrated.

1. When to replace the agitator. :

The agitator should be replaced when the brushes

are worn. Brushes should be checked by holding a card
across the lower plate, see illustration. If the bristles on
the agitator DO NOT touch the card, you SHCULD
replace the agitator for best cleaning results.

2. How to replace the agitator.

Place the vacuum cleaner handle in the upright position.

See the HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS section. Remove the lower
plate as outiined in the REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER
PLATE section. Atter the lower plate is removed, carefully lift up the agitator until it clears both
sides of the nozzle housing. While holding the agitator up, remove the belt.

NOTE: The two brush supports may come off along with the two washers as you lift the agitator
out. DO NOT lose the two small washers. Look at the exploded view of the agitator below for
correct assembly of the parts.

3. Te replace the agitator. .

Place the bkelt over the belt pulley on the brush unit. NOTE: There is a place for the belt to fit on
one end of the agitator only. Replace both washers and brush supports, see illustration below for
correct assembly. After assembling the belt, washers and brush supports place the agitator back
into the nozzle housing by aligning each brush support.

After completing the assembly, rotate the brush, turning it by hand to assure that
it rotates smoothly and the part is assemblied correctly.

Replace the lower plate as outlined in the REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE section.

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1. Unplug cord from wall outlet. DO NOT drip water on cleaner.

2. Clean exterior using a clean, soft cloth that has been dipped in a solution of mild liquid
detergent and water and wrung dry. Wipe dry after cleaning.

3. To reduce static electricity and dust build-up, wipe ocuter surface of cleaner and attachments.

4. Wash attachments in warm soapy water, rinse and air dry. DO NOT clean in dishwasher or
clothes washer.

DO NOT USE ATTACHMENTS IF THEY ARE WET.

CAUTION

Attachments used in dirty areas, such as under a refrigerator, should not be used
on other surfaces until they are washed. They could leave marks.

The hose located on the back of the vacuum cleaner carries the dirt from the nozzle
up to the dust bag. !f the hose should become clogged:

1. Unplug the power cord from the outlet 2. Disconnect the hose from the short hose

before checking the airflow passages. Pull and check the hose for clogging. Plug in the

open the suction inlet cover and check for vacuum cleaner and turn it on. While running

clogging in this area. the vacuum cleaner with the hose disconnect-
ed, stretch the hose in and out to remove the
clog.

3. If the clog still exists, turn the vacuum
cleaner OFF and unplug the power cord. Turn
the vacuum cleaner over, exposing the under-
side. Remove the lower plate. Remove the
short hose from the housing by lifting it
straight up. Inspect the hose end and clear it
of any obstructions. Reinstall the short hose
and lower plate. See the REMOQVING/
INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE section for
detailed instructions.
