CARPET/BARE FLOOR SELECTOR

To use cleaner on bare floors, the carpet/bare floor
selector on top of the nozzle should be
positioned all the way back and down toward the
bottom of the nozzle until it locks inte place
When the selector s in this position the agitator
does not turn  This 1s also the correct posiion to
place the selector in to use the attachments Any
time the attachments are used the agitator should not
be turmng

To use cleaner on carpeted areas, the carpet/bare floor
selector should be all the way forward and up to the carpet
position This will allow the agitator to turn  When carpets
are being cleaned the selector should remain in this position

Bare Fioor/
Carpet Selactor

Take care when selecting either position to make sure the selector is pushed fully and quickly as
possible to the desired position Failure to do so can cause the belt to rub on the selector shaft
and may result in the belt becoming hot and creating a burning rubber smell

To prevent injury when returning the selector to the carpet position, use caution as the selector
can move quickly upward due to tension caused by the belt

HOSE RING AND HOSE RING MOUNT

ROUTINE CARE OF CLEANER

Performing the following tasks will keep your new Panasonic vacuum cleaner operating at
peak performance levels and will Insure these high levels for years tc come. Check the
BEFORE REQUESTING SERVICE section in this manual for recommendations on perfarm-
ing some of these tasks to help solve various problems that may occur

WA R N l N G Electrical Shock or Personal injury Hazard

Always disconnect electrical supply before performing any service and/or cleaning of
the vacuum cleaner Failure to do so could result in electrical shock or personal Injury
from cleaner suddenily starting. Do not operate the cleaner without the secondary foam
filter Be sure the secondary foam filter Is properly installed Failure to do so could
result In motor failure

' CLEANING SECONDARY FOAM FILTER

A secondary foam filter protects the motor
from dirt When installing a new dust bag,
check this filter Accumulated dirt in the
dust compartment will collect on thig filter
and may restnct motor performance
When this filter becomes dirty, puli it
from the bottormn of the dust
compartment and clean by nnsing it
in water When dry, slide this filter
back into place Insert the secondary
foam filter with a ruler or something flat
It should be fully inserted under the

When the lower plate is removed for any reason, before reinstaliing, be sure that all elec-
trical wires are routed In a manner that provents them from coming into contact with tha
fower plate, lower plate screws, or any moving parts. Be sure the wires are not pinched
in any way when the lower plate Is reinstalled

REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE’

Before replacing any parts, disconnect the vacuum cleaner from the electrical outlet

Replacing some of the parts in this section involves Twa Locking Tabs

To Remove Lower Plate

Start by placing the handle in the upnght position
(See the HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS section ) Turn the
vacuum cleaner over, exposing the underside
Release the lower plate by prassing inward on the

two (2) latches and pressing inward on the two (2)
locking tabs that secure the lower plate Remova the lower
plate and remove any raesidue that may exist in the belt area
To Reilnstall Lower Plate

plate into place unbl the locking tabs snap into place, then press outward on the two (2) latches
NOTE To insure maximum cleaning efficiency, the bslt should be checked regularly to make

sure 1t 1s in good condiion  Check to see if the belt 1s stretched, cracked, or if
excessive slippage has occurred Raplace it if necessary

keep the agitator assembly properly balanced, the agiator holder
and belt pulley must be aligned to the brush holder Before
removing these items make marks on them that will allow you to
remnstall them exactly as removed See tlustration Depress the
belt pulloy tabs with a screwdriver Push in and twist with the
screwdriver while pulling out on the belt puliey to remove Do
one tab at a tima whiie puiling out to keep the other tab
depressed The brushes can now be replaced Push each brush
as shown In the iltustration until it 1s free from the brush holder
