The TIMER ON/OFF serves as an extra timer in the kitchen that will beep when the set time has run out.

It does not start or stop cooking.
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The TIMER ON/OFF feature can be used during any of the other oven control functions.

For
example, if you enter a regular recipe temperature of
350°F and press the START function, the display will
show the converted temperature of 325°F.

How to adjust the oven thermostat

You may find that your new oven cooks differently
than the one it replaced. Use your new oven for a few
weeks to become more familiar with it. If you still think
your new oven is too hot or too cold, you can adjust
the thermostat yourself.

Do not use thermometers,such as those found in grocery
stores, to check the temperature setting of your oven.
These thermometers may vary 20—40 degrees.

NOTE:

This adjustment will not affect the broiling or the Self
Clean temperatures. The adjustment will be retained
in memory after a power failure.

The oven temperature can be increased (+) or
decreased (-) as much as 35°F or 19°C.

NOTE:

Once the temperature is increased or decreased, the display
will show the adjusted temperature until it is readjusted.

Tips for baking

Follow the recipe or convection food directions for
baking temperature, time and rack position. Baking
time and temperature will vary depending on the
ingredients, size, and shaped of the baking pan used.

+ For best results, food should be baked. food on a
single rack with at least 1” to 1 1/2” of air space
between the pans and oven walls.

+ Check for doneness at the minimum time.

+ Use metal bakeware (with or without a nonstick
finish), heatproof glass-ceramic, ceramic or other
bakeware recommended for oven use.

+ Dark metal pans or nonstick coatings will cook faster

with more browning. Insulated bake ware will slightly
lengthen the cooking time for most foods.

Oven Cavity

NEVER wipe a warm or hot porcelain surface with a
damp sponge; it may cause chipping or crazing (tiny
hairlike cracks.) Food spills should be cleaned when
oven cools. At high temperature, foods react with
porcelain and a permanent dull spot can result. When
cleaning a spot, use only non-abrasive cleaners or
scrubbers.

Oven Door

Use soap and water to thoroughly clean the top, sides,
and front of the oven door. Rinse well. You may use a
glass cleaner on the outside glass of the oven door.
DO NOT immerse the door in water. DO NOT spray
or allow water or the glass cleaner to enter the
door vents. DO NOT use oven cleaners, cleaning
powders, or any harsh abrasive cleaning materials on
the outside of the oven door.
