WEEKLY CLEANING

We recommend cleaning the humidifier weekly.

* First, tumn off and unplug the humidifier. Wait at least 10 minutes for the unit to cool.

* Remove the water tank by grasping the handle and pull it straight up. Set aside (Fig. 1).
* Clean the Water Trough (Fig. 8).

* Clean the Water Float Cock (Fig. 9).

2. Check the electrical outlet by plugging in a working appliance.

3. Unpiug the unit. Remove and reassemble the water tank fo make sure it is p

one week or more, or at the end of the season.

* Dry the humidifier completely before storing. DO MOT store it with water inside the
Removable Tray, Base, or Water Tank.

* Pack the unit in its original carton and store in a cool, dry location.

= Before next use, remember to clean the humidifier.
