This is narmal as your oir conditioner acts as o
dehumidifier also. Thus you will hear weter sounds fram werter drops
falling on the condenser

* As e refrigerant flows through the inner secled fubing o rushing noise
may be heard.

» Raling or vibrating naises may be heard due to poar wal

or window installution.
s High pitch compressor sound may be heard.

Remote control and control panel operations

Akter insalling your air eondifioner plug it in to the proper electrical outlet
inn the wall. Keep the vent in the cosed posiian. Now set the air
conditioner ot your comfort level. This full functional wireless remote cllows
you ta operate your air conditianer without having o get up and go to the
unit. The full Functian Featura allows you to changs the setings and turm the
unit on or off from the remote itself. This confrol pad works the same as
the confrel pad on the air conditioner.

After you plug in the unit it will perfarm a self test. All the display lights
will turn on for 3 seconds. The 1ED display will read *88”. IF any display
light fails ta turm on you may need service on the unit. After the 3 seconds
salf test the unit will autematically ga ta the stand by mods. Now dll lights
will be off und you will hove bs lurn “ON” by pressing the On,/ Olf key.
After pressing “On/OfF, the unit starts fo work and zntars the status of
“Fan” with low setting.

You will have to press the (A} or (¥) key on the Temp/Time to set the
femperoture of your desired comfort. You con choose between 61°F

and 84°F. Once the temperatune is set you can raise or lower it by pressing
the (o) or (w) keys. (Only when the unit is cooling, energy suver or
dehumidifying, can the temperature setting be adjusted.} [See Fig. # 2]
