SUPERHEATED WATER

Microwaved water and other
liquids do not always bubble
when they reach the bofling
point. They can actually get
superheated and not bubble
at all

Superheated liguid will bubble
up out of the cup when it is
moved or when something like
a spoon or tea bag is put into it

To prevent this from happening
and causing injury, do not heat
any liquid for more than 2
minutes per cup. After heating,
let the cup stand in the
microwave for 30 seconds
before moving it or putting
anything info it.

Avoid heating baby food in
glass jars, even with the lid
off. Make sure all infant food
is thoroughly cooked. Stir
food to distribute the heat
evenly. Be careful to prevent
scalding when warming
formula. The container may
feel cooler than the formula
really is. Always test the
formula before feeding

the baby.

Don’t defrost frozen
beverages in narrow-necked
botdes (especially carbonated
beverages). Even if the
container is opened, pressure
can badld up. This can cause
the conwdner o burst,
possibly resulting in injury.,

Spontaneous boiling—Under
certain special circumstances,
licquicls may start to boil
cluring or shordy after
removal from the microwave
oven. To prevent burns from
splashing liquid, we
recommend the following:
before removing the
container from the oven,
allow the container 1o stand
in the oven for 30 to 40
seconds after the oven has
shut off. Do not boil liquids
in narrow-necked containers
stich as soft drink bottes,
wine flasks and especially
narrow-necked coffee cups.
Even if the container is
opened, excessive steam can
build up and cause it to burst

or overflow.

How It Works

Microwave cooking uses very short, high frequency radio waves,
The movement of the microwaves through the food creates heat and

cooks most foods faster than regular methods. Microwave cooking

heats the food, not the cookware or the interior of the oven.

Convection cooking constantly circulates heated air around the

food. Tt creates even browning and sealed-in flavor by the motion

of hot air over the food surfaces.

Using a combination of microwave and convection cooking is also

an option.

You can cook by time or by temperature. When cooking by

temperature, the temperature probe monitors the internal

temperature of the food to let you know when it is ready.

Convection Cooking
Metal pans are recormmended for all wpes of baked products.

Dyark or dull finish metal pans are best for breads and pies because

they absorb heat and produce crisper crust.

Shiny aluminum pans are better for cakes, cookies or muffins
because these pans reflect heat and help proctuce a light,
tender crust.

Use glass or glass-ceramic casserole or baking dishes for egg and
cheese recipes because they are easier to clean.

Combination Cooking

Variable power levels add Hexibility to microwave
cooking. The power levels on the microwave oven
can be compared (o the surface units on a range.

Each power level gives you microwave energy a certain
percent of the dme. Power level 7 is microwave energy
70% of the time. Power level 3 is energy 30% of the
timne. Most cooking will be done on High (power level 10)
which gives you 1009 power. Power level 10 will cook
faster bart food may need more frequent stirring,
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rotating or turning over. A lower setting will cook more
evenly and need less stirring or rotating of the food.
Some foods may have better Havor, texture or
appearance if one of the lower settings is used. Use
alower power level when cooking foods that have a
tendency to boil over, such as scalloped potatoes.

Rest periods (when the microwave energy cycles off)
give time for the food to “equalize” or transfer heat ©
the inside of the food. An example of this is shown with
power level 3—ihe defrost cycle. If microwave energy
did not cycle off, the outside of the food would cook
before the inside was defrosted.

Here are some examples of uses for various power levels:
High 10: Fish, bacon, vegetables, boiling licuids.
Med-High 7: Gende cooking of meat and pouliry: baking
casseroles and reheating.

Medium 5: Slow cooking and tenderizing for stews and
less tender cuts of meat.

Low 3 Defrosting; simmmnering; deficate sauces.

Warm 1: Keeping food warm; softening butter.

Arcing

Definition

Covering

Covers hold in moisture, allow for more even heating and reduce
cooking time. Venting plastic wrap or covering with wax paper
allows excess steam to escape.

Shielding

In a regular oven, you shield chicken breasts or baked foods to

prevent over-browning. When microwaving, you use sinall strips
of foil to shield thin parts, such as the tips of wings and legs on

poultry, which would cook before larger parts.

Stgnding _Tifm_é

‘When vou cook with regular ovens, foods such as roasts or cakes
are allowed to stand to finish cooking or to set. Standing time is
especially important in microwave cooking. Note thata
microwaved cake is not placed on a cooling rack.

Venting

After covering a dish with plastic wrap, vou vent the plastic wrap by
turiing back o11¢ coTner so excess steam can escape.
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Operating Instructions

Care and cleaning of the microwave oven.

Helpful Hints

Open the oven door a few mimutes after cooking to air
out the inside. An occasional thorough wiping with a
solution of baking soda and water keeps the inside fresh.
Be certain the power is off before cleaning any part of

this oven.

How to Clean the Inside

Walls, Flooi, Inside Window, Metal and Plastic Parts on
the Door

Some spatters can be removed with a paper towel, others
may require a damp cloth. Remove greasy spatters with

a sudsy cloth, then rinse with a damp cloth. Do not use
abrasive cleaners or sharp utensils on oven walls.

Never use a commercial oven cleaner on any part of your
microwave.

Temperature Probe

Clean immediately after using. To clean, wipe with
sudsy cloth, then rub Hghdy with plastic scouring ball if
necessary. Rinse and dry. The probe can also be washed
in the dishwasher.

Shelf

Clean with mild soap and water or in the dishwasher.

Do not clean in a self-cleaning even.

Broiler Pan (Spatter Shield and Drip Pan)

Remove spatter shield from drip pan. Carefully pour
grease from drip pan into proper container. Clean
immediately after using. If necessary, scour with a soap-
filled or plastic scouring pad in hot, soapy water. [f food
has burned on, sprinkle spatter shield while hot with
detergent and cover with wet paper towels or a dish
cloth to soak loose burned-on foods. The broiler pan
can also be washed in the dishwasher.



How to Clean the Outside

Do not use cleaners containing anunonia or alcohol on
the microwave oven. Ammonia or alcofiol can damage
the appearance of the microwave.

Case

Clean the outside of the microwave with a sudsy cloth.
Rinse and then dry. Wipe the window clean with a
clamp cloth.

Control Panel and Door

Wipe with a damp cloth. Dry thoroughly. Do not use

cleaning sprays, large amounts of soap and water,

abrasives or sharp objects on the panel—they can
damage it. Some paper towels can also scratch the

control panel.
Door Surface

I’s important to keep the area clean where the

cloor seals against the microwave. Use only mild,
nonabrasive detergents applied with a clean sponge

or soft cloth, Rinse well.

Stainless Steel (on some models)

To clean the outside surface and door glass, use hot
soapy water on a damp cloth. Wipe oft any soap residue
and dry with a soft cloth to prevent streaks. Do not use
steel wool pads or other abrasive cleaners. They will
scratch the surface.

Bottom

Clean off the grease and dust on the bottom often.
Use a soludon of warm water and detergent.

The Vent Fan

The vent fan has 2 metal reusable grease filters.

Models that recirculate air back into the room also

use a charcoal filter.

Reusable Grease Filters

The metal filters trap grease released by foods on the
cooktop. They also prevent flames from foods on the
cooktop from damaging the inside of the microwave.

For this reason, the filters must ALWAYS be in place
when the hood is used. The grease filters should be
cleaned once a month, or as needed.

Removing and Cleaning the Filter

ammonia products because they will darken the metal.
Light brushing can be used to remove embedded dirt.
