Arcing is the microwave
term for sparks in the
oven. Arcing is caused by:
® The metal shelf (if
included) not installed
correctly so it touches the
microwave wall.

® The temperature probe
(if included) in the
microwave but not
inserted in the food.

® Metal or foil touching
the side of the oven.

¢ Foil not molded to food
(upturned edges act like
antennas).

Metal, stich as owist-ties,
poultry pins or gold-
rimmed dishes, in the
microwave.

Recveled paper towels
containing small metal
pieces being used in the

microwave.

* Do not pop popcorn in
your microwave oven
unless in a special
microwave popcorn
accessory or unless vou
use popcorn labeled tor
use i microwave ovens.

Some products such as
whole eggs and sealed
containers—for example,
closed jars—are able to
explode and should not
be heated in this
microwave oven. Such use
of the microwave oven
could result in injury.

Do not boil eggs i1 a
microwave oven. Pressure
will build up inside egg
volk and will cause it to
burst, possibly resulting
in injury.

Operating the microwave
with 1o food inside for
more than a minute or

Foods with unbroken

SUPERHEATED WATER

Liguids, such as water,
coffee or tea, are able to

he overheated beyond

the beiling point without
appearing to be boiling.
Visibile bubbling or hoiling
when the container is
removed from the microwave
oven is not always present,
THIS COULD RESULT

IN VERY HOT LIQUIDS
SUDDENLY BOILING OVER
WHEN THE CONTAINER IS
DISTURBED OR A SPOON
OR OTHER UTENSILIS
INSERTED INTO THE LIQUID.

To reduce the risk of injury

1O persons:

— Do not overheat the
hiquid.

— Stir the liquid both
before and halfway
through heating it.

carbonated beverages).
Even if the conwiner is
opened, pressire can
buitd up.

Hot foods and steam
can cause burns. Be
careful when opening
any containers of hot
food, inchiding popcorn
bags, cooking pouches
and boxes. To prevent
possible injury, direct
steam away from hands
and face.

Make sure all cookware

used in your microwave
oven is suitable for
microwaving. Most glass
casseroles, cooking dishes,
measuring cups, custard
cups, pottery or china
dinmerware which does not
have metallic trim or glaze
with a metallic sheen can
he used. Some cookware
is Iabeled “suitable for

microwaving.”

How 1o test for & microwave-
safe dish.

¢ [f you are not sure if
a dish is microwave-sale,
use this test: Place in the
oven both the dish you
are testing and a glass
measuring cup filled with
1 cup of water—set the
measuring cup either
in or next to the dish.
Microwave 30—45 seconds
at high. If the dish heats,
it should not be used for
microwaving.

ontll

If the dish remains cool
and only the water in the
cup heats, then the dish
18 microwave-safe.

If you use a meat
thermometer while
cooking, make sure it is
safe for use in microwave
ovens.

Do not use recyeled
paper products. Recycled
paper towels, napkins
and waxed paper can
contain metal flecks
which may cause arcing
or ignite. Paper products
containing nylon or
avion filaments should
be avoided, as they may
also ignite.

Some styrofoam trays
(Hke those that meat is
packaged on) have a thin
strip of metal embedded
1t the bottom. When
microwaved, the metal can
burn the floor of the oven
or ignite a paper towel.
Do 1ot use the microwave
to dry newspapers.

Not all plastic wrap

is suitable for use in
microwave ovens.

Check the package

for proper use.

¢ Paper towels, waxed
paper and plastic wrap
can be used to cover
dishes i1 order to retain
moisture and prevent
spattering. Be sure to
vent plastic wrap so steam
can escape.

Cookware may become
hot because of heat
transferred from the
heated food. Pot holders
may be needed to handle
the cookware,

*

“Boilable” cooking
pouches and tightly
closed plastic bags should
be slit, pierced or vented
as directed by package.

If they are not, plastic
could burst during or
immediately after
cooking, possibly resultdng
in injury. Also, plastic
storage containers should
be at least partially
uncovered because they
form a dght seal. When
cooking with containers
tightly covered with
plastic wrap, remove
covering carefully and
direct steam away from
hands and face.

Variable power levels add
Hexibility to microwave
cooking. The power levels
on the microwave oven
can be compared to the
surface units on a range.
High (power level 10) or
full power is the fastest way
to cook and gives you
1069 power. Each power
level gives vou microwave
energy a certain percent of
the tme. Power level 7 is
microwave energy 70% of
the tme. Power level 3 is
energy 30% of the time.

A high sewing {10) will
cook faster but food may
need more frequent
stirring, rotating or turning
over. Most cooking will be
done on High (power level
10}. A lower setting will
cook more evenly and need
less stirring or rotating of
the food.

Some foods may have
better flavor, texture or
appearance if one of the
lower settings is used. Use
a lower power level when
cooking foods that have a
tendency to boil over, such
as scalloped potatoes.

Rest periods (when the
microwave energy cvcles
off) give ume for the food

o “equalize” or wansfer
heat to the inside of the
food. An example of this

is shown with power level
3—the defrost cycle. If
microwave energy did not
cycle off, the outside of the
food would cook before
the inside was defrosted.

At this time,
turn food over and break
apart or rearrange pieces
for more even defrosting.
Shield any warm areas with
small pieces of foil.

A dull dhumping noise may
be heard during defrosing.
This sound is normal when
the oven is not operating at

High power.

Defrosting Tips

*® Foods frozen in paper or
plastic can be defrosted in
the package. Tighty closed
packages should be slit,
pierced or vented AFTER
food has partally
defrosted. Plastic storage
containers shoulkd be at

least partially uncovered.

Familysize, prepackaged
frozen dinners can be
defrosted and microwaved.
If the food is in a foil
conttainer, transfer it

to a microwave-safe clish.

Foods that spoil easily, such
as milk, eggs, fish, stuffings,
poultry and pork, should
not be allowed to sit out
for more than one hour
after defrostng. Room

Microwave Terms

Definition

Arcing is the microwave term for sparks in the oven. Arcing is

caused by:

¢ the metal shelf being installed incorrectly and touching the
microwave walls.

* metal or foil ouching the side of the oven.

¢ foil that is not molded to food (upturned edges act like
antennas).

* metal such as twist ties, poultry pins, gold-rimmed dishes.

* recycled paper towels containing small metal pieces.

Covering .

Covers hold in moisture, allow for more even heating and reduce
cooking ume. Venting plastic wrap or covering with wax paper
aflows excess steam 1o escape.

Shielding

I a regular oven, you shield chicken breasts or baked foods to
prevent over-browning. When microwaving, vou use small strips of
foil to shield thin parts, such as the tips of wings and legs on

pouliry, which would cook before larger parts.

Standing Time -

When vou cook with regular ovens, foods such as roasts or cakes are
allowed to stand to finish cooking or to set. Standing time is
especially important in microwave cooking. Note that a microwaved

cake is not placed on a cooling rack.

Venting

After covering a dish with plastic wrap, vou vent the plastic wrap by
turning back one corner so exXcess steam can escape.
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Care and Cleaning

Helpful Hints

An occasional thorough
wiping with a solution of
baking soda and water
keeps the inside fresh.

NOTE: Be certain the power
is off hefore cleaning any
part of this oven.

Walls, Floor, inside Window,
