Variable power levels add {lexibility to microwave
cooking. The power levels on the microwave oven
can be compared o the surface units on a range,
High (power level 10} or full power is the fastest
way 10 cook and gives you 100% power. Each power
level gives vou microwave energy a certain perceint
of the dme. Power level 7 is microwave energy 70%
of the tme. Power level 3 is energy 30% of the time.

A high setting (10} will cook faster hut food may
need more frequent stirring, rotating or turning
over. Most cooking will be done on High (power
level 10). Alower setting will cook more evenly and
need less stirring or rotating of the food.

Some foods may have better flavor, texture or
appearance if one of the lower settings is used. Use
a lower power level when cooking foods that have a
tendency to boil over, such as scalloped potatoes.

Rest periods (when the microwave energy cyvcles off)
give time for the food to “equalize” or transfer heat
to the inside of the food. An example of this is
shown with power level 3—the defrost cycle. If
microwave energy did not cycle off, the outside of
the food would cook before the inside was defrosted.

Here are some examples of uses for various
power levels:

High 10 Fish, bacon, vegetables, boiling
licpuidls.

When vou cook with regular ovens, foods such as roasts or cakes
are allowed to stand to {inish cooking or to set. Standing time is
especially important in microwave cooking. Note that a

microwaved cake is not placed on a cooling rack.

Venting -

After covering a dish with plastic wrap, vou vent the plastic wrap
by turning back one corner so excess stean can escape.

An occasional thorough wiping with a solution of
baking soda and water keeps the mside fresh.

How to Clean the Inside

Some spatters can be removed with a paper towel;
others may require a damp cloth. Remove greasy
spatters with a sudsy cloth; then rinse with a damp
cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or sharp
utensils on oven walls.

Never use a commercial oven cleaner on any part of
vour microwave.

Removabie Turntahle and Turntable Support

To prevent breakage, do not place the turntable
mnto water just after cooking. Wash it carefully

in warm, sudsy water or in the dishwasher. The
turntable and support can be broken if dropped.
Remember, do not operate the oven without the
turitable and support in place.

Clean with mild soap and water or in the dishwasher
Do not clean in a self-cleaning oven.

Temperature Probe (on some models)

Clean immediately after using. To clean, wipe

with a sudsy cloth, then rub lightly with a plastic
scouring ball if necessary. Rinse and dry. The probe
can also be washed in the dishwasher.

How to Clean the Outside

We recommend against using cleaners with ammonia or
alcohol, as they can damage the appearance of the
microwave oven. If you choose to use a cormmon heusehold
cleaner, first apply the cleaner directly to a clean cloth, then
wipe the soiled area.

Clean the outside of the microwave with a sudsy cloth.

Wipe with a damp cloth. Dry thoroughly. Do not

use cleaning sprays, large amounits of soap and water,
abrasives or sharp objects on the panel—they can

damage it. Some paper towels can also scratch the
control panel.

Door Panel

Before cleaning the front door panel, make sure you know
what type of panel vou have, Refer to the eighth digit of
the model number “S” is stainless steel, “G” is Graphite,
“1.7is CleanSteed and “B”, “W” or “C” are plastic colors.
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Stainless Steel

The stainless steel panel can be cleaned with Stainless
Steel Magic or a similar product using a clean, soft
cloth. Apply stainless cleaner carefully to avoid the
surrounding plastic pares. Do not use appliance wax,
polish, bleach or products containing chlorine on
Stainless Steel finishes.

CieanSteel, Graphite

Use a clean, soft, light and lightly dampened cloth,
then dry thoroughly. Do not use appliance wax, polish,
bleach or products containing any chemical agent on
the CleanSteel surfaces.

Plastic Color Panels

Use a clean, soft, lightly dampened cloth, then dry
thoroughly.

Door Seal

It’s important to keep the area clean where the

door seals against the microwave. Use only mild,
non-abrasive detergents applied with a clean sponge
or soft cloth. Rinse well.

Bottom

Clean off the grease and dust on the bottom often.
Use a solution of warm water and detergent.

The vent fan has a metal reusable grease filter.

Models that recirculate air back into the room also
use a charcoal filter.

Reusable Grease Filter

The reusable grease filter traps grease released by
foods on the cooktop. It also prevents flames from
foods on the cooktop from damaging the inside of
the microwave.

For this reason, the filter must ALWAYS be in place

when the hood is used. The grease filter should be
cleaned once a month, or as needed.

Removing and Cleaning the Filter

Similar to the interference caused by other small
appliances, it does not indicate a problem with the microwave.
Plug the microwave into a different electrical circuit, move the
raclio or TV as far away from the microwave as possible, or check
the position and signal of the TV /radio antenna.

I'he Active Vent door (on some models) will open during
operation, and remain open while the microwave is running,

to keep the electronics cool. It is also normal 1o hear a clicking

noise as the vent door opens and closes.
