Load Size

The water level should just cover the clothes. Adjust the
load size accordingly. Loosely load clothes no higher
than the top row of holes in the washer tub.

A typical maximum wash load is 2 sheets, 1 tablecloth,
2 shirts, 4 bath towels, 2 T-shirts, 3 pillow cases, 3 pairs
of shorts, 3 wash cloths and 3 handkerchiefs.

Wash/Rinse Temp

Select the water temperature for the wash and rinse
cycles. Always follow fabric manufacturer’s care label
or instructions when laundering. Follow the water
temperature guide on washer lid.

Wash Cycle

The wash cycle controls the length of the washing
process. The chart below will help you match the wash
cycle setting with your clothing.

Liquid Bleach Dispenser

The dispenser dilutes liquid chlorine bleach before it
reaches into your wash load.

Avoid
splashing or over-illing dispenser. If you prefer to
use powdered bleach, add it into the wash basket
with your detergent.

Agitator Cap or Fabric Softener Dispenser
(depending on model)

The agitator capfits into the top of the agitator. If it
accidentally comes off, simply putit back on.

The fabric softener dispenser automatically releases liquid
fabric softener at the proper time during the cycle.

To use, follow these steps:

1 Make sure dispenser is securely attached to agitator.

Use only liquid fabric softener. Pour into dispenser,
using amount recommended on package.

Add water to dispenser until it reaches the
maximum fill line.
