Operating Your Washer 
To obtain the best washing results, you must operate your washer properly. This section 
gives you this important information. Page references are included for more information. 

Starting Your Washer

Add measured detergent to the 
washer.

Selecting a cycle 
Use the information in this section to help 
you make the best cycle selections for your 
wash loads. Each cycle is designed for 
different types of fabrics and soil levels. 

Heavy Cycle 
The Heavy cycle features high agitation and 
spin speeds. 
l Use 14 minutes of wash time to clean 

large toads of heavily constructed fabrics 
that are moderately to heavily soiled. 

Normal Cycle 
The Normal cycle features high spin speeds 
to shorten drying time. 
l Use 12 minutes of wash time to clean 

cotton and linen fabrics that are moder- 
ately to heavily soiled. 

Permanent Press Cycle 
The Permanent Press cycle features a cool- 
down rinse and low spin speeds to reduce 
wrinkling. 
l Use 10 minutes of wash time to clean 

permanent press and some synthetic 
fabriis that are lightly to moderately soiled. 

l The washer pauses briefly during the 
Permanent Press cycle. These pauses are 
normal for washer operation. 

Knits/Delicate Cycle 
The Knits/Delicate cycle features a reduced 
agitation speed for gentle soil removal. Low 
spin speeds reduce wrinkling. 
l Use 8 minutes of wash time to clean 

delicate items and washable knits that are 
lightly to moderately soiled. 
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Using rinse and spin 
When using extra detergent for heavily 
soiled clothes, or washing special-care 
items, you may want an extra rinse and spin. 
1. Push in Cycle Control Knob and turn 

clockwiie until indicator points to RINSE, 
as illustrated. 

2. Pull out Cycle Control Knob. The washer 
fills to selected load size, agitates, drains, 
and spins. 

Using drain and spin 
A drain and spin may help shorten drying 
times for some heavy fabrics or special-care 
items by removing excess water. 
1. Push in Cycle Control Knob and turn 

clockwise until indicator points to SPIN, 
as illustrated. 

2. Pull out Cycle Control Knob. The washer 
drains and then spins. 

What happens in each cycle 
When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a 
number and pulled out, the washer fills (to 
the selected load size) before agitation and 
timing start. The washer begins agitating 
immediately after filling; agitation can occur 
with the washer lid up or down. 

After agitation starts, the Cycle Control Knob 
turns clockwise until it points to an OFF area 
and the cycle ends. 

The washer pauses briefly during the 
Permanent Press cycle. These pauses are 
normal for washer operation.

Adding fabric softeners 
l Always dilute fabric softeners with $5 to 1 cup 

(125 to 250 ml) warm water. Undiluted fabric 
softener can stain fabrics. 

l Add diluted fabrii softener only in the final 
rinse. 

l Fabric softeners should not be mixed with 
other laundry products because greasy stains 
may form. lf stains form, remove by wetting 
the stain and rubbing with liquid detergent or 
a bar of soap. Rewash the stained item. 

l Too much fabric softener can make some 
items (diapers and towels) nonabsorbent. If 
thii happens, use less fabric softener or do 
not use it every time. 

Manual clean lint filter 
Clean the filter at the bottom of the agitator 
after every load for the best fittering results. 

To clean: 
1. Lii off the agitator barrel. 
2. Wash or wipe the filter clean in the 

bottom of the agitator barrel. The filter is 
not removable. 

3. Replace agitator barrel and snap into 
place.

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Caring for Your Washer 
Proper care of your washer can extend its Me. This section explains how to care for your 
washer proper& and safety. 

Cleaning your washer 
Exterior Interior 

Do not put sharp or metal 
objects in your washer. 
They can damage the finish. 
Check all pockets for pins, 
clips, money, bolts, nuts, etc. . . 

Do not lay these objects on your washer 
after emptying pockets. 

Wipe up detergent, bleach, and 
other spills with a soft, damp 
cloth or sponge as they occur. 
Occasionally wipe the outside 
of the washer to keep it looking 
like new. 

Clean interior with 1 cup (250 mL) of 
chlorine bleach mixed with 2 cups (500 mL) 
of detergent. Run washer through a com- 
plete cycle using hot water. Repeat process 
if necessary. 

NOTE: Remove hard water deposits using 
only cleaners labeled as washer safe. 

Winter storage or moving care 
Install and store your washer where it will not freeze. Because some water may stay in the 
hoses, freezing can damage your washer. If storing or moving your washer during freezing 
weather, winterize it. 
To winterize washer: To use washer again: 
1. Shut off both water faucets. 1. Flush water pipes and hoses. 
2. Disconnect and drain water inlet hoses. 2. Reconnect water inlet hoses. 
3. Put 1 quart (1L) of R.V.-type antifreeze in 3. Turn on both water faucets. 

the basket. 4. Reconnect power supply cord. 
4. Run washer on a drain and spin setting 

(see page 7) for about 30 seconds to mix

Non-use or vacation care 
You should operate your washer only when 
you are at home. If you will be on vacation 
or will not be using your washer for an 
extended period of time, you should: 

l Unplug the power supply cord or turn off 
electrical power to the washer. 

l Turn off the water supply to the washer. 
This helps avoid accidental flooding (due 
to a water pressure surge) while you 
are away. 



Laundry Tips 
This section reviews proper Laundering techniques and gives you additional washing 
infomtion. 

Preparing clothes for washing 
l Close zippers, snaps, and hooks to avoid 

snagging other items. 
Remove pins, buckles, and 
other hard objects to avoid 
scratching the washer in- 
teriir. Remove non-wash- 

able trim and ornaments. 
l Empty pockets and turn them inside out. 
l Turn down cuffs, brush away lint and dirt. 

l Turn synthetic knits inside out to avoid 
pilling. 

l Tie strings and sashes so they will not 
tangle. 

. Mend tears, loose hems, and seams. 
l Treat spots and stains. (See “Removing 

Stains” on pages 14-16.) 
l Stained or wet garments should be 

washed promptly for best results. 

Sorting 
l Separate heavily-soiled items from lightly- 

soiled ones, even if they 
would normally be washed 
together. Separate lint givers 
(towels, chenille) from lint 
takers (corduroy, synthetics, 

permanent press). When possible, turn lint 
givers inside out. 

l Separate dark colors from light colors, 
colorfast items from noncobrfast items. 

l Sort by fabric and construction (sturdy 
cottons, knits, delicate items). 

Loading 
l Drop items into washer loosely. Fill to the top

Checking hot water Water hardness 
temperature 
Your hot water should be 130°F (54°C) or 
above. lf you do not know your hot water 
temperature, you can check it easily. You 
may need to raise the temperature of your 
water heater. To check your hot water: 
1. Fill a pan with the hottest water available 

from the faucet that fills your washer. 
NOTE: if you do not have a faucet at your 
washer site, collect the water from the 
faucet closest to your washer. 

2. Place a candy thermometer or cooking 
thermometer in the water to check the 
temperature. 

NOTE: In wash water temperatures colder 
than 70°F (21 “C), detergents do not dissolve 
well. Also, soils may be difficult to remove, 
and some fabrics may retain wear wrinkles 
and may have increased pilling. 

Many poor washing results can be traced to 
the hardness of the wash water. To check 
your water hardness: 
l City water - ask the city water company. 
l Well water - ask the local water authority. 

Ask for the mineral content in grains/gallon 
or parts/million. If your water is more than 
8 grains/gallon or more than 153 parts/ 
million, you should consider: 
l Installing a water softener. 
l Using more detergent. 
l Using a packaged water conditioner. 
l Not using soap. 
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Washing special-care items 
Most garments and househokt textiles have care labels with laundering instructions. Always 
follow care label directions when they are available. Below are general washing instruc- 
tions for some special washables. 

ITEM CARE INSTRUCTIONS 

Blankets Pretreat spots and stains. Select water temperature, cycle, and time 
(electric or woolen) according to the type of bhnket being washed. An extra rinse may 

be necessary (see page 7 for rinse and spin information). Check 
care label to see if manufacturer recommends machine washing. 

Curtains, drapes, Wash small loads. Crowding may cause wrinkling. Replace 
slipcovers slipcovers while still slightly damp. They will dry to M tightly. 

NOTE: Sun-damaged curtains and draperies will tear whether 
hand or machine washed. 

Diapers When using chlorine bleach for soaking, add extra detergent to 
the load. Avoid overuse of fabric softeners - absorbency will be 
reduced. 

Elastic, spandex

Elastic picks up oil from the body. Oil can damage elastic. Wash 
often to reduce the damage. Use warm water and sufficient 
detergent to remove oils. Do not use chlorine bleach. 

Items will be clearly labeled as flame-retardant. Follow 
manufacturer’s instructions to retain flame-retardant qualities. 

Knits are comfortable to wear because they stretch. However, 
this means that knits are more likely to be stretched and dam- 
aged when washed (especially bulky knits). Knits made of 
synthetic fabrics such as polyester, nylon, and acrylic tend to 
keep their original shape more than a knit made of wtton 
or ramie. 

Piiiows, stuffed Washing feather pillows is not recommended unless they will be 
toys dried in a dryer. 

Plastic, rubber Treat as delicate items. Wash in warm water. Wash small items 
items in a mesh bag. 

Quiits, bedspreads Do not wash cotton-filled comforters unless they are quilted or 
stitched. Tucked cotton batting tends to slip and become lumpy. 
An extra rinse may be necessary. 

Scatter rugs Shake or vacuum rugs to remove loose dirt. Wash more than one 
rug at a time. If washing only one rug, add bath towels to balance 
the load. 

Snowsuits, jackets Wash only one or two items at a time. You may need to stop the 
washer occasionally to press air from the items being washed. 
An extra rinse may be necessary. 
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Removing Stains 
Stained, heavity-soiled, or greasy items may need to be prewashed or soaked for best 
results. Soaking helps remove protein-type stains like blood, milk, or grass. Prewashing helps 
loosen soil before washing. 

Stain removal rules 
l Use warm water for soaking or prewashing 

stained laundry. Hot water can set stains. 
l Most stains are easier to remove when 

they are fresh. Old or set stains may not 
wme out. Follow package directions for 
pretreatment products. 

l Before treating any stain, find out what 
kind of stain it is, how old the stain is, what 
kind of fabric it is, and if the fabric is 
colorfast. (Check the care label.) 

l Washing and drying can set some stains. 
l Start with cold or warm water. Hot water 

can set some stains. 

l When bleach is recommended, use a 
bleach that is safe for the fabric. 

l Test stain removers on an inside seam or 
hidden wrner of the item to see if the color 
is removed. 

l Put the stained area face down on a paper 
towel or white cloth. Apply the stain 
remover to the back of the stain. This 
forces the stain off the fabric instead of 
through it. 

l Meat tenderizer or enzyme presoaks help 
break down some protein stains so they 
are easier to remove.

These stains turn brown with age, so treat immediately. Sponge or soak 
fresh stains with cold water. Wash. If stain remains, soak 15 minutes in a 
solution of lukewarm water, liquid detergent, and a few drops of white 
vinegar. Rinse. Wash. 

Rinse immediately or soak in cold water with enzyme presoak for 30 
minutes or longer. Rinse. Rub detergent into any remaining stains. Rinse. 
If stain remains, put a few drops of 3% hydrogen peroxide on stain for 3-5 
minutes. Rinse thoroughly. Wash. 

Use ice to make gum hard. Scrape off what you can. Sponge with a 
nonflammable fabric cleaner. Let dry. Wash. 

Sponge immediately with a nonflammable fabric cleaner or apply a prewash 
soil and stain remover. Rinse. Wash. If stain remains, appty a liquid deter- 
gent to stain or soak in warm water with an enzyme presoak. Rewash. 

Scrape off excess with a dull knife. Place fabric between two blotters or 
facial tissue. Press with warm iron. Remove color stain with nonflammable 
fabrii cleaner. Hand wash until stain is gone. If full toad is crayon stained, 
take to cleaners or coin-operated dry cleaning machine. 

Sponge with a nonflammable fabric cleaner, or a prewash soil and stain 
remover. Rinse. Wash. Repeat if necessary. lf stain remains, apply a few 
drops of liquid detergent and a few drops of ammonia. Blot dry and rinse. 
If stain remains, soak in an enzyme presoak. Wash.

l Use talcum powder to absorb as much grease as possible. Sponge with 

a nonflammable fabric cleaner. Rinse. Wash. 
l Treat with liquid detergent or rub a detergent paste on the stain. Wash 

using hottest water safe for fabric. 

Fruit stains Fresh stains: Soak immediately in cool water. Wash. lf stain remains, 
cover area with a paste made of all-fabric bleach, a few drops of hot 
water and a few drops of ammonia. Wait 15 to 30 minutes. Wash. 

Old stains: Sponge with white vinegar. Rinse. Repeat procedure for 
fresh stains. 

Grass or Soak in warm or cold water with an enzyme presoak for at least 
green 30 minutes, or sponge with denatured alcohol. Wash in water tempera- 
vegetables ture and bleach safe for the fabrii. For colored fabrii, check wlorfast- 

ness before applying alcohol. For acetate, sponge with a nonflammable 
fabric cleaner. If stain remains, bleach with 3% hydrogen peroxide. Rinse. 
Rewash.

Spray stain with an aerosol hair spray or rubbing alcohol. Sponge stain 
continuously until all bleeding stops. Let dry. Repeat if necessary. Wash. 
If stain remains, bleach if safe for fabric. (India and other indelible inks 
are almost impossible to remove completely.) 

iron or rust Colored or noncolorfast Items: Apply lemon juice and salt. Place in the 
sun to dry. Rinse thoroughly. Repeat if necessary. 

White or colorfast items: Try a rust remover. Test first on inside seam 
or hem. Some rust removers are not washer safe. Follow package 
directions. 

Ketchup or Sponge immediately with a nonflammable fabrii cleaner or apply a 
tomato prewash soil and stain remover. Rinse. Wash. If stain remains, apply a 
products liquid detergent to stain or soak in warm water with an enzyme presoak. 

Rewash. 

Lipstick Apply nonflammable fabric cleaner or prewash soil and stain remover. 
Blot with absorbent material. Repeat if necessary. Rinse. If stain still 
remains, rub with liquid detergent. Wash.

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STAIN TO REMOVE 

Meat juice, Scrape off excess with a dull knife. Soak in cold or warm water with 
wi enzyme presoak at least 30 minutes, or treat stains with a nonflammable 

fabric cleaner. Wash. 

Mildew Wash in hottest water safe for fabrii. If stain remains, soak in warm water 
and an all-fabric bleach for 15 to 30 minutes. Rewash. (Old mildew stains 
are almost impossible to remove. Mildew fungus destroys or weakens 
fabrics.) An alternative to bleach is to treat with salt and lemon juice and 
dry in direct sunlight. Rinse and rewash. Mildew may form if wet or damp 
laundry remains in your washer for extended periods of time. To prevent 
mildew, promptly dry laundry after washing. 

Mustard Treat immediately. Scrape off excess mustard. Sponge with a nonflam- 
mable fabric cleaner or a prewash soil and stain remover. Rinse. Work 
liquid detergent and a few drops of vinegar into stain. Rinse. lf stain 
remains, apply 3% hydrogen peroxide. Rinse and wash. 

Paint Hand wash paint-stained items. 

Water base: Treat stains while still wet. (These paints cannot be removed 
after they have dried.) Rinse in warm water to flush out paint. Sponge with 
a nonflammable fabric cleaner. Rinse. Wash. 

Oil base: Scrape off fresh paint. Sponge with a nonflammable fabric 
cleaner or treat stain with recommended thinner. While stain is still wet 
with solvent, rub liquid detergent into it. Wash with hottest water safe 
for fabrii. 

Perspiration Remove stains before ironing. Perspiration stains may weaken fabric. 
Wash or sponge stain thoroughly with detergent and warm water. If 
perspiration has changed the color of the fabric, use one of the following 
treatments: 

Fresh stains: Apply ammonia to stain. Rinse. Launder to remove 
ammonia odor. 

Old stains: Apply white vinegar to stain. Rinse. Launder to remove 
vinegar odor. 

Scorch Severe scorch cannot be removed. Wet stain with 3% hydrogen peroxide. 
Cover with a dry cloth and press with an iron as hot as is safe for fabric. 
Rinse well. Wash. 

OR 
Wet with lemon juice and spread in the sun to dry. Wash. 

Soft drinks Sponge immediately with cold water and alcohol. Heat and detergent may 
set stain.
