The radiant cookiop features heating units
beneath a smooth glass surface.

NOTE: A slight odor is normal when o new
cooktop Is used for the first time. It is coused
by the heating of new parts and insulating
materials and will disappear in a short time.

The surface unit will cycle on and off to
maintain your selected control setting.

ltis safe to place hot cookware from the oven
or strface on the glass surface when the
surface is cool.

Temperature Limiter

Every radiant surface unit has a temperature
limiter.

The temperature limiter protects the glass
cooktop from getting too hot.

The temperature limiter may cycle the units
off for a time if:

& The pan boils dry.
i The pan bottorn is not flat.
i The pan is off center.

& There is no pan on the unit.



Selecting types of cookware.

The following information will help you choose cookware which will give good performance on glass cooktops.

Check pans for flat bottorns by
using a straight edge.

Pans with rounded, curved,
ridged or warped bottoms are
not recormmended.

Stainless Steel:
recormmended

Aluminum:
heavy weight recommended

Good conductivity. Aluminum residues
sometimes appear as scratches on the
cooktop, but can be removed if cleaned
immediately. Because of its low melting
poirt, thin-weight aiurminum should not
be used.

Copper Bottom:
recommended

Copper may leave residues which can
appear as scratches. The residues can be
remaoved, as long as the cooktop is cleaned
imrnediately. However, do not let these pots
boil dry. Overheated metal can bond to glass
cooktops. An gverheated copper bottom pot
will leave a residue that will permanently
stain the cooktop if not removed
immediately.

Porcelain Enamel Covered Cast lron:
recommendcled

As long as the cookware is covered
completely with porcelain enamel, this
cookware is recommended. Caution is
recommended for cast-iron cookware

that is not completely covered with smooth
porcelain enamel, as it may scratch the
glass-ceraric cookiop.

Glass-ceramic:
usable, but not recommended

Poor performance. May scratch the surface.

Stoneware:
usable, but not recommended

Poor performance. May scratch the surface.

Home Canning Tips:

Be sure the canner is centered over the
surface unit.

Make sure the canner is flat on the bottom.

Use recipes and procedures from
reputable sources. These are available
from manufacturers such as Ball® and
Kerr® and the Department of Agriculture
Extension Service.

To prevent burns from steam or heat, use
caution when carning.

The following information will help you choose cookware which will give good performance on coil cooktops.
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Surface Cookware Tips

Use medium- or heavy-weight cookware.
Aluminum cookware conducts heat faster
than other metals. Cast-iron and coated
cast-iron cookware are slow to absorb heat,
but generally cook evenly at low to medium
heat settings. Steel pans may cook unevenly
if not combined with other metals.

For best cooking results, pans should be
flat on the bottom. Match the size of the
saucepan to the size of the surface unit.
The pan should not extend over the edge
of the surface unit more than 1 inch.

Use only flat-bottomed woks.

Wok Cooking

We recommend that you use oniy a flat-
bottormed wok. They are available at your
local retail store.

Do not use woks that have support rings. Use
of these types of woks, with or without the
ring in place, can be dangerous.

Placing the ring over the surface unit will
cause a buildup of heat that will damage
the porcelain cooktop.

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Type of Margarine Will Affect Baking Performance!

Most recipes for baking have been
developed using high fat products such
as butter or margarine (80% fat). If you
decrease the fat, the recipe may not
give the same results as with a higher
fat product.

Recipe failure can resuilt if cakes, pies,
pastries, cookies or candies are made with
low fat spreads. The lower the fat content
of a spread product, the more noticeable
these differences become.

Federal standards require products labeled
“margarine” to contain at least 80% fat by
weight. Low-fat spreads, on the other hand,
contain less fat and more water. The high
moisture content of these spreads affects
the texture and flavor of baked goods. For
best results with your old favorite recipes,
use margarine, butter or stick spreads
containing at least 70% vegetable oil

Preheating and Pan Placement

Preheat the oven if the recipe calls for it.
To prehect, set the oven at the correct
temperature. Preheating is necessary for
gaod results when baking cakes, cockies,
pastry and breads.

For ovens without a preheat indicator light or
tone, preneat 10 minutes.

On some models, the display will show "PRE”
while preheciting. When the oven reaches the
selected temperature, the oven control will
beep and the display will show the oven
termperature.

Baking resuits will be better if baking pans
are centered in the oven as much as
possible. Pans should not touch each other
or the walls of the oven. If you need to use
two shelves, stagger the pans so one is
not directly above the other, and leave
approximately 1% from the front of the
parn to the front of the shelf.

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Aluminum Foil

Do not use aluminum foil on the bottom of
the oven.

Never entirely cover a shelf with aluminum
foil. This will disturb the heat circulation and
result in poor baking.

A smaller sheet of foil may be used to
catch a spillover by placing it on o lower
shelf several inches below the food.

Leave the door open to the broil stop
position. The door stays open by
itseff, yet the proper temperature is
maintained in the oven.

Do not use steel-wood pads, commercial
oven cleaners, cleaning powders or other
abrasive cleaners.
