The following information will help you choose cookware which will give good performance on glass cooktops.

Check pans for flat bottoms by using
a straight edge.

Pans with rounded, curved, ridged
or warped bottoms are not
recommended.

Stainless Steel:
recomimended

Aluminum:
heavy weight recommended

Good conductivity. Aluminum residues
sometimes appear as scratches on the
cooktop, but can be removed if cleaned
immediately. Because of its low melting
point, thin weight aluminum should not
be used.

Copper Bottom:

recormimended

Copper may leave residues which can
appear as scratches. The residues can
be removed, as long as the cooktop is
cleaned immediately. However, do not
let these pots boil dry. Overheated
metal can bond to glass cooktops.

Preheating and Pan Placement

Preheat the oven if the recipe calls for it.
Preheating is necessary for good results
when baking cakes, cookies, pastry and
breads.

To preheat, set the aven at the correct temperature.
The control will beep when the oven is preheated
and the display will shaw your set terperature.
This wilf take approximately 610 minutes.

Baking results will be better if baking
pans are centered in the oven as much
as possible. If baking with more than one
pan, place the pans so each has at least

1 to 1%” of air space around it. If baking
tour cake layers at the same time, place
two layers on rack B and two layers on
rack D). Stagger the pans on the rack so
one is not directly above the other.
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Cut slits in the foil just like the grid.

Aluminum Foil

You can use aluminum foil to line the
broiler pan and broiler grid. However,
vou must mold the foil tightly to the grid
and cut slits in it just like the grid.

Without the slits, the foil will prevent fat
and meat juices from draining into the
broiler pan. The juices could become
hot encugh to catch on fire. If you

do not cut the slits, vou are essentially
frying, not broiling.

Do not use aluminum foil on the bottom of
the oven.

Never entirely cover a shelf with
aluminum foil. This will disturb the heat
circulation and result in poor baking.

A smaller sheet of foil may be used to
catch a spillover by placing it on a lower
shelf several inches below the food.
