M Do not wash or dry articles that have been
cleaned in, washed in, soaked in, or spotted
with combustible or explosive substances (such as
wax, oil, paint, gasoline, degreasers, dry-cleaning
solvents, kerosene, etc.). These substances give
off vapors that may ignite or explode. Do not add
these substances to the wash water. Do not use or
place these substances around your washer or
drver during operation.

B Do not place items exposed to cooking oils in
your dryer. Items contaminated with cooking oils

may contribute to a chemical reaction that could
cause a clothes load to catch fire.

B Any article on which you have used a cleaning
solvent or that contains flarmmable materials

removed. There are many highly flamimable
itemns used in homes such as acetone, denatured
alcohol, gasoline, kerosene, some household
cleaners, some spot removers, turpentines,
waxes, wax removers and products containing
petroleum distillates.

B The laundry process can reduce the flame
retardancy of fabrics. To avoid such a result,
carefully follow the garment manufacturer’s
care instructions.

B Do not dry articles containing rubber, plastic,
or similar matexials such as padded bras, tennis
shoes, galoshes, bath mats, rugs, bibs, baby pants,
plastic bags, pillows, etc. that may melt or burn.
Some rubber materials, when heated, can under
certain circumstances produce fire by
spontaneous combustion.

B Do not store plastic, paper or clothing that may
burn or melt on top of the dryver during
operation.

Tumble Dry (such as life jackets containing Kapok)

Drum Lamp (on some models)

Before replacing the light bulb, be sure to
unplug the drver power cord or disconnect
the dryer at the household distribution
panel by removing the fuse or switching off
the circuit breaker. Reach above dryer
opening from inside the drum. Remove the
bulb and replace with the same size bulb.

Reversing the Door

Tools needed:
B Siandard #2 B Tape-tipped
Phillips screwdriver — putty knife

Open the door and remove the filler plugs opposite the hinges. With the door
completely open, remove the bottom screw from each hinge on the drver face.
Insert these screws about half way into the TOP holes, for each hinge, on the opposite
side (where vou removed the filler plugs}. Apply firm pressure to get the screw started
in new holes.

Safety Instructions

Loosen top screw from each hinge on the drver face half way. With one hand holding
the top of the door and the other hand holding the bottom, remove the door from
the dryer by lifting it UP and GUT.

Operating Instructions

Rotate the dooy 180°. Insert it on the opposite side of the opening by moving the door
IN and DOWN undl the top hinge and the bottom hinge are resting on the top screws
inserted in step 1.

Remove the remaining screws from the side of the opening from which the door
was removed. With these screws secure each hinge at the bottom. Tighten the
2 top screws of each hinge.
