* WATER HARDNESS—The hardness
of the water plays an important part in
how well your dishwasher cleans. In
aress where water isvery hard (12 grains
or more), it may be necessary to install
awater softener. If you do not know the
hardness of your water supply, contact
your loca water department.

* DETERGENT S—Only use detergents
labeled for use in automatic dishwashers.
A Never uselaundry detergents or
liquid soaps...that will cause oversudsing
and leaks. The amount of detergent you
use depends on the water hardness and the
amount of soil on your dishes. In most
cases, detergent amounts should be
increased for hard water and heavy soil.

* RINSE AGENT—should always be used:
— to reduce water spotting.
— to improve drying.
Always check and refill the rinse agent
when necessary.

* FOR BEST RESULTS—Thecycles
and the options you choose have an
effect on the results you get. The
following are examples. (Please, see the
Operating Instructions, Tips for more
information.)

HOW TO OPERATE YOUR DISHWASHER

Your dishwasher is designed to give maximum
performance on loads with normal and heavy soils.
You may find that many of your dishes have lighter
soilsthan normal; if thisis the case you can save
water and energy by selecting a cycle other than
NORMAL WASH.

NOTE: Thelights over the Cycle and Energy Option
pads come ON to indicate the cycle/option that has
been selected. Press pad firmly until the light comes
on. These Cycle and Energy Option Indicator lights
remain on while the door islatched.

The CYCLE ON light will come on when the
dishwasher isin a Start Delay, Wash or Dry cycle.
Thelight will go out when all cycles are complete.

If dishwasher drains into afood waste disposal,

operate the disposal until it is empty before starting
dishwasher.

Step 1. Load your dishwasher. (See Loading section.)

Step 2. Make surethe Cycle Indicator Dial isat
the OFF position and the CYCLE ON light is off,
indicating all cycles are complete. Add detergent to
the deter gent dispenser. (See Detergent Guide.) Use
arinse aid agent to help prevent spotting. (See
How to Use a Rinse Agent section.)

Step 3. Latch thedoor.

Step 4. Select desired wash cycle.

* POTSCRUBBER—For items such as pots, pans
and casseroles with dried-on or baked-on soils.

When
selected, the wash cycle is extended while the
dishwasher heats the water for the best washing
and drying.

It takes
longer but saves energy. You can open the door after
the motor stops to speed drying. Excellent for
overnight drying.

Step 6. Turn the Cycle Indicator Dial to START

or tothedesired START DELAY time.

e Turning the dial to START will begin the cycle
immediately. To obtain the benefits of a complete
cycle, be careful that you do not turn the dial any
farther than is necessary to start the dishwasher.
There is atime delay between start-up and water
fill so you will not hear any wash action right away.

» The START DELAY will alow you to delay the
start time of your dishwasher automatically for up
to 6 hours. Turn the Cycle Indicator Dial to the
desired time. The CYCLE ON light will come on.

Good Dishwashing Startswith HOT Water

To get dishes clean and dry, you need hot water. For good washing and drying,
the entering water must be at least 120°F. To prevent dish damage, inlet water should not exceed 150°F.

How to Test Water Temperature

Check your water temperature with a candy or meat
thermometer. Turn on the hot water faucet nearest
the dishwasher. Put the thermometer in aglass and
let the water run continuously into the glass until the
temperature stopsrising. If the water temperature is
below 120°F., adjust your water heater.

Helpful hints: If outside temperatures are unusualy
low, or if your water travels along distance from water
heater to dishwasher, you may need to set your water
heater’s thermostat up. If you have not used hot water
for some time, the water in the pipeswill be cold. Turn
on the hot water faucet at the sink and allow it to run
until the water is hot. Then start the dishwasher. If

you' ve recently done laundry or run hot water for
showers, give your water heater time to recover before
operating the dishwasher.

To improve washability if the water islessthan

120°F. and you cannot adjust your water heater: Select
alonger cycle or the TEMP BOOST option and fill
both detergent cups at least half-full with detergent.

How to Use a Rinse Agent

The rinse agent makes water flow off dishes
quicker than usual. This lessens water spotting
and makes drying faster, too.

For best dishwashing performance, use of arinse
agent such as JET-DRY brand is recommended.

Rinse agents come in either liquid or solid form.
Your dishwasher uses the liquid form.

How to fill therinse agent dispenser.
Unscrew the cap.

Add liquid rinse agent
until it just reaches the
bottom of lip inside the
dispenser opening.
Replace cap. The
dispenser automatically
releases rinse agent into
final rinse water.

You may check to see if you need to add rinse agent by
removing the fill cap and looking into the container.
You may also check the rinse agent, on some models,
by pressing the clear center of thefill cap 2 or 3 times.
If rinse agent is drawn into the center of thefill cap,
you have enough. If the center arearemains clear add
rinse agent.

Your dishwasher’s rinse agent container holds
approximately 47> ounces. This should last about
3 months. Fill as needed.

If you accidentally spill: Wipe up therinse
agent with adamp cloth. Don't leave the spill in the
dishwasher. It can keep your detergent from working.

How to Choose and Usethe Right Deter gent

Use only powder or liquid detergent specifically
madefor usein dishwashers. Other typeswill cause
oversudsing.

How much deter gent should you use? That depends.
Isyour water “‘hard” or ““ soft” ? With hard water, you
need extra detergent to get dishes clean. With soft water,
you need |ess detergent.

Your water department can tell you how hard your
water is. So can your county extension agent or your
area swater softener company. Just call and ask them
how many “grains’ of hardnessthere are in your water.

Too much detergent with soft water not only wastes

cloudiness of glassware, called " etching.”” An outside
layer of glassis etched away! Of course, this takes some
time. But why take a chance when it's easy to find out the
hardness of your water.

Keep your detergent fresh and dry. Under the sink
isn't agood place to store detergent because there is
too much moisture. Don't put powder detergent into
the dispenser until you' re ready to wash dishes, either.
(Itwon't be fresh OR dry.)

If your powder detergent getsold or lumpy, throw it
away. Old detergent often won't dissolve. If you use a
liquid dishwasher detergent, these precautions are not
necessary because liquid detergents don’t ““lump’” as

How to Preparethe Dishesfor Washing

If thisisyour first dishwasher, or if you're
replacing a much older model, you may wonder
how much preparation your dishes need. Actually
very little. Scrape off bones, seeds, skins, toothpicks
and other hard solids. Remove excessive quantities
of il or grease.

NOTE: You may aso want to consider removing
foods such as mustard, mayonnaise, vinegar, lemon
juice and other foods that can cause discol oration of
stainless steel if allowed to remain on dishes for along
period of time.

The POTSCRUBBER cycle can wash heavily soiled
dishes and remove dried-on and baked-on soils from
pots, pans and casseroles. Items with burned-on

soils need extra preparation. 7
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HOW TO LOAD YOUR DISHWASHER

NOTE: Do not load large platters or traysin front right corner
of lower rack. They may prevent detergent from circulating in the wash cycle.

The upper rack is best for glasses, cups and saucers.
Cups and glassesfit best along the sides. Thisisalso
the place for dishwasher-safe plastics. Make sure small
plastic items are lodged in tightly so they can't fall onto
the heating unit. Arrange stemware so that it cannot
move easily. Don't |et the glasses touch each other.

The upper rack is handy for all kinds of odd shapes.
Sauce pans, mixing bowls and other items should

be placed face down. When loading dishwasher safe
plastics make sure each plastic item is secured over
two fingers. Thiswill insure good washing results.

The cup shelves (number may vary) may be placed

in the up or down position to add flexibility. Load the
bottom row first, then fold down the shelf and load the
top row.




The lower rack is best used for plates, saucers, and
cookware. Large items such as broiler pans and racks
should go in the lower rack along the edge. Load
platters, pots and bowls along the sides, in corners,

or in the back. For best washing results, al items
should be positioned with the soiled side facing the
center of rack.

Don't let any
item extend
through bottom.

Put flatware in the removable basket with fork and knife
handles up to protect your hands. Place spoonsin the
basket with handles down. Mix knives, forks and
spoons so they don't nest together. Distribute evenly.

Be sure handles do not touch upper rack. For best
washing results be sure not to load large plates and
cookware between silverware basket and the center
of the rack.

Keep center area clear in the lower rack.

The wash tower rises through the center of the lower
rack during the wash and rinse portions of the cycle.
Don't block it or load tall things next to it. Also, be
careful not to let a portion of an item such asa pot or
dish handle extend through the bottom rack. This could
block the wash arm and cause poor washing results.

To increase the flexibility of the lower rack, the flexible
silverware basket may be split. Grasp the silverware
basket at opposite corners and dide apart. The silverware
basket sections should be placed in the lower rack by
hanging them on the top hoop.

Don't place the silverware basket in the front right corner
because the detergent could pour into it and damage
silverware.

Forget a dish? Here'swhen you can add it.

Add dishes any time during the RINSE & HOLD
cycle. With other wash cycles, you can add dishes
at any time BEFORE the main detergent wash portion

of the cycle.

However, opening the door during any cycle
lessens cleaning power. So try to load everything

at the beginning.
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Here's how to add aforgotten dish:
1. Push the door latch to the left. Washing will stop.

2. Wait afew seconds until the water calms. Then
open the door. WARNING: Hot vapor may rise
from opened door.

3. Add dishes you' ve forgotten.

4. Close the door and push the latch to the far right.
When the door is locked, washing will continue.

USER MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Clean the control panel with alightly dampened
cloth. Dry thoroughly. Do not use abrasives or
sharp objects on the panel. They can damage it.

Clean the outside with a good appliance polish
wax. The outside cabinet finish is durable, but it
can scratch. So use no scouring pads, or harsh or

gritty cleaners.

Appliance Polish Wax & Cleaner (Cat. No.
WR97X0216) is available from GE Service and
Parts Centers.

Theinside usually takes care of itsdlf. If it should
ever need cleaning, use amild cleansing powder.
Scouring pads and harsh cleaners can mar the finish.

Not Using Your Dishwasher in Winter? Protect Against Freezing.

If your dishwasher isleft in an
unheated place during the winter,
ask a service technician to:

* Cut off electrical power to the
dishwasher. Remove fuses or trip
circuit breaker.

* Turn off the water supply.

« Disconnect the water inlet line
from the water valve.

Theair gap isnot a part of
the dishwasher. And you may not
even have one. Not all plumbing
codes require air gaps.

Color insert panels for both the door and the lower panel can be replaced by
1/4" thick wood inserts to match your kitchen cabinets. Get them from your
nearest cabinet or lumber dealer.

Dimensions for 1/4" wood inserts:
Door Panel: 19%" H x 23%s" W.
Lower Pandl: 346" H x 23%¢" W.

QUESTIONS? ”
USE THISPROBLEM SOLVER

PROBLEM POSSIBLE CAUSE
DISHWASHER A fusein your home may be blown, or the circuit breaker tripped. Replace fuse or
WON'T RUN reset circuit breaker. Remove any other appliances from the circuit.

UNUSUAL NOISE

Utensils may not be secure on rack pins, or something small may have dropped from the
rack. Water is causing utensilsto rattle. Make sure everything is secured in dishwasher.

DISHES DON'T DRY

Make sureinlet water temperature is correct. (See How to Test Water Temperature section.)

Unload the bottom rack first. Water from dishes in the top rack may be spilling into
the bottom rack.

Make sure the Cycle On light is off, indicating the dry cycle (if selected) is complete.
Check for improper loading. Dishes shouldn’t nest together. Avoid overloading.
Check the rinse agent dispenser to see that it’'s not empty.

UNCLEAN DISHES
AND FLATWARE

Check inlet water temperature. It should be at least 120°F. (To test, see How to Test
Water Temperature section.) Try to use the Temp Boost option.

Water pressure may be temporarily low. Turn on afaucet. |s water coming out slower
than usual? If so, wait until pressure is normal before using your dishwasher.

Plugged air gap. (See Care and Cleaning section.)
Improper rack loading. (See Loading section.)

Choose another cycle to give you longer washing time.

DETERGENT LEFT
IN DISPENSER CUPS

Water may not be reaching the detergent cups. Move dishes that may be blocking
detergent cup.

The dispenser cover may not be opening or may be blocked by improperly loaded
items. If you used a powder detergent, open the cup and remove any caked-on
detergent. If the cup still doesn’t open automatically, call for service.

Detergent may be old. If the powder detergent is hard or caked in the box, throw it away.
The detergent may not be working well. Try another brand.

DETERGENT CUP
LID WON'T LATCH
AFTER ADDING

Cycle Indicator Dial must be in OFF position and Cycle On light must be off for
cup lid to close and latch properly. If you unlatch the door and open it to dry your
dishes, the Cycle Indicator Dial does not advance by itself.

DETERGENT
YELLOW OR Tea or coffee can stain cups. Remove the stain by hand, using a solution of 1/2 cup
BROWN FILM bleach and 3 cups warm water.

An overal yellow or brown film on dishes or glassware can be caused by iron
depositsin water. A special filter in the water supply lineisthe only way to correct
this problem. Your water softener company can tell you about the filter.

Yellow film on sterling silver results when you wash copper utensils in the same load.
Silver polish will usually remove this stain.

INDICATOR LIGHTS
STAY ON WHEN
CYCLEIS
COMPLETED

Thisis normal. Unlatch the door to turn off the Cycle and Energy Option Indicator lights.

NOTE: The Cycle On light will stay on until all cycles are complete. Wait until this
light goes off to unlatch the door or a cycle will be interrupted.

SPOTSAND Spotting can be caused by al these things:
FILMING ON . :
GLASSES AND Extremely hard water. (See How to Choose and Use Detergent section.)
FLATWARE * Low inlet water temperature. (See How to Test Water Temperature section.)

* Overloading the dishwasher.
* Improper loading. (See Loading section.)
* Old or damp powder detergent.

* Phosphate level in detergent too low. (See How to Choose and Use
Detergent section.)

* Rinse agent dispenser empty. (See How to Use a Rinse Agent section.)
* Too little detergent. (See How to Choose and Use Detergent section.)

Local water conditions and personal preferences vary. Try several brands of
detergents to find one that gives the best results for you. A liquid dishwasher
detergent may help reduce filming.

To remove stubborn spots and film from glassware:
1. Remove al metal utensils from the dishwasher.

2. Do not add detergent.

3. Select POTSCRUBBER cycle.

4. Start the dishwasher and allow to run for 18 to 22 minutes. The dishwasher will
now be in the main wash.

5. Then open the door and pour 2 cups (500 ml) of white vinegar into the bottom of
the dishwasher.

6. Close the door and allow to compl ete the cycle.

If vinegar rinse doesn’t work: Repeat as above, except use 1/4 cup (60 ml) of citric
acid crystalsinstead of vinegar. (Most drugstores carry citric acid crystals. If yours
doesn’t, call GE Factory Service.)

Using avinegar or citric acid crystal rinse more than twice a month? Consider a home
water softener.

CLOUDINESS ON
GLASSWARE

If vinegar or citric acid crystal rinse doesn’t work, the cloudiness is “etching.”
The film cannot be removed.

It can be prevented: Use less detergent if you have soft water. Wash glassware in
the shortest cycle that will get them clean.

Water temperature entering dishwasher exceeds 150°F.

CHIPPING OF CHINA

Rough handling can cause chipping. Load with care. Make sure glassware and china
are secure and can't jar loose. (See L oading section.) Make suretall glasses and
stemware will clear the top of the tub when you push the rack into the dishwasher.

Always use the top rack for delicate items.

BLACK OR GRAY
MARKS ON DISHES

Aluminum utensils often leave marks when they rub against dishes. Remove marks
with amild abrasive cleanser.

SMALL AMOUNT OF
WATER STANDING
IN THE BOTTOM

Water around the outlet on the tub bottom at the back of the tub isnormal. It is clean
water. It's there to keep the water seal lubricated.

OF THETUB
WATER WON'T PUMP | If the entire bottom of the tub has water, you may have adrain problem. Clean the air
OUT OF THE TUB gap, if you have one. (See Care and Cleaning section.)

Check the kitchen sink. Is it draining well? You may need a plumber.

If dishwasher drainsinto disposer, run disposer to clear. Be sure disposer is not
clogged.

SUDSIN THE TUB

Sudsing detergents are not meant for dishwashers. USE ONLY AUTOMATIC
DISHWASHER DETERGENTS TO AVOID SUDSING.

To remove suds from the tub: Open the dishwasher. Let suds evaporate. Add
1 gallon of cold water to the tub. Close and latch the dishwasher. Pump out water
by slowly turning the control dial until adrain period is reached.

Repeat if necessary.

DISHWASHER Suds can cause unit to overflow. That's why it's so important to use a detergent that's
LEAKS designed for automatic dishwashers.
Spilling the rinse agent can cause foam during washing. This can lead to overflowing.
Wipe up accidental spill of rinse agent with a damp cloth.
MOTOR HUMS Dishwasher has not been used on aregular basis.
If you do not use your dishwasher often, set it to fill and pump out once every week.
Thiswill help keep the seal moist, and the garbage disposer clear.
STAINING OF Some detergents contain colorant (pigment or dyes) that will discolor the tub
TUB INTERIOR interior with extended use. Check the detergent cup for signs of any discoloration.
If cup is discolored, change to detergent without any colorant.
SOUNDS YOU You'll hear occasional clicking sounds. These are normal.
WILL HEAR . . .
« Soft food disposal shredding action.
* Drain valve opening to pump water out.
» Timer control as cycle progresses.
* Detergent cup opening.
During the drying period:
