This
will enhance the operation of your unit.

A * Window has to be streng for installation. Extra brackels and or support
may be required depending on your window. {Brackets and Supports
not included in all models)

* Measure the window before installing, if the window is leo big for the
unit you may require professional installation.

The following sounds are normally heord during the operation of an air condifioner.

¢ Thermostat clicks. As the thermostat cycles on/off you will
hear this sound.

* Cool airflow movement as dictated by the set fan speed.

= Water sounds. This is normal since your air conditioner acts as a
dehumidifier also. Thus you will hear water sounds from water draps
Falling on the condenser.

e As the refrigerant flaws through the inner sealed tubing a
rushing noise may be heard.

* Rattling or vibrating roises may be heard due to poor wall
or windaw installation.

« High pitch compressor sound may be heard.

3) You can set the thermostat from Min Cool to Max Cool. Min Cool being
the warmest selling Max Coal being the coldest selling .

4) Your ir conditioner has 1 or 2 Fon speeds depending on your maodel
purchosed ond 2 A/C selfings.

5} IF your air conditioner has a Vert control make sure that it is on close.
Leave it open only if you need to recycle the stale room air. By leaving it
closed you will retein the coal air in the raom.

6} Let your ir conditioner run for o few Fours before adjusting to the
desired seftings.

7) Remember the compressor of your air conditioner will nek work
when the femperature goes below 65°F

8} Alse when yau shut off the air condilioner wait fer 3 minutes
hefore turning it en again. This is the compressor cycle Hme.

) IF you have any trouble in operating your air conditioner please refer to
the Trouble Shooting section.

Before you install your air conditioner chack the following:

1) The unit is free of all obstructions inside and outside the raom e.g. cfrt}pes,
cortains, furnityre, plants, shrubs, bushes, trees, other structures like building,
garage etc. Air conditioner must have clear unobstructed airflow through the
condenser lo remove the heat.

2) The window is srang enough to hold the weight of the air conditioner,
Extra brackels or supports may be needed depending on your windows.
{Brackets or Supports not provided in dll models)

3) The window sill and track are strong encugh to hold the weight of the
air conditioner.

4) The wall is strang enough to hold the unit. Extra brockets ar supports may be
needed depending on the wall. (Brackets ar Supports not pravided in oll models).

5) There is adequote and proper power supply near the air conditioner.

A 6} DO NOT use adapter plugs.

A 71 DO NOT use extension cords.

A 8) DO NOT cut or remove the ground prong.

A 9) DO NOT muodify the plug or the electrical wall outlet in any woy.
If plug does rct fit the electrical oullet have a cerlified eledrician do the
necessary change.

A 10] DO NOT connect electrical power to the unit before instollation.

Each of the
units comes with an Tnstallation kit that provides adjustukle mounting louvers, to fill e gaps
ketwean the sides of the unit, and the window frame. The chart bdow reflects the dimensions
of the units with, und without installalion kits. Measure your window opening widih und compare
¥ to the chart belaw fo ensure that it meets the minimum and mexdmum window width requirements.

Ice farmation an coaling coils:
¢ Outside temperature too cold. Set the unit on foan only
sefting 1o defrost ice,
* Lower lempercture setting. Temperalure setfing may be foo cold.
* Unit BTU may be too high for the room.
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Air conditioner working but room not cooling:

* Room may have applianees that produce heat. Use an exhaust fan to
remove excess heat.

* Vent may be in the open position. Vent has to be closed for
optimum caoling.

* Redirect the airflow. Remove any obstadles.

+ All doors and windows need to be closed so cool air does
not escape the raom.

» Air fllter may need cleaning.

* Unit BTU may be too low for the required cooling area.
