1} Air conditioner must be connected to proper electrical outlet with the
correct electrical supply. (see table)

A 2) Proper grounding must be ensured to reduce the risk of shock and fire.
DO NOT CUT OR REMOVE THE GROUNDING PRONG. If you do
not have a Ihree-prong electric receplqc|e outlet in the ch", have a
cortified clectricion install the proper receptacle. The wall roceptacle
MUST be propery grounded.

Also avoid using it if there are cracks or dbrasion damage
along the length, plug or connector.

Always use two or more people for this.

(Brackets and Supports
nat included in all models)

* Measure the window before insfq”ing, if the window is lec big for the
unit you may require professional installation.

= Use correct electric vo|’rqge ond proper ampere for the unit to run
effectively.

a Only let a cerlified electrician do any medifications te your electrical
autlet.

¢ When installing your air conditioner make sure to seal all areas where
there is o possibilily of air leakage.

* Airllow should not he hlocked inside either by curtains, drapes or
furniture or outside by shrubs or hushes.

* Do not needlessly use an electrical light or other appliances that
produce heat.

* Keep the vent closed on the air conditioner when in the cooling function.

* Keep the blinds and the drapes drawn on all the other windows.

* While cooking use an exhaust fan in the kitchen to remove the excess
heat praduced.

Operating Guide

Normal Operating Sounds

The following sounds are normally heard during the operation of an air conditioner.

e Thermostat clicks. As the thermostat cycles on/off you will
hear this sound.

® Cool airflow movement as dictated by the set fan speed.

® Water sounds. This is normal since your air conditioner acts as a
dehumidifier also. Thus you will hear water sounds from water draps
falling on the condenser.

* As the refrigerant flows through the inner sealed tuking
rushing noise may be heard.

* Rattling or vibrating ricises may be heard due to paor wall
or window installation.

* High pitch compressor sound may be heard.

Remote control and control panel operations

Alfter installing your air conditioner plug it in to the proper clectrical outlet
in the wall. Keep the vent in the closed position. Now set the air
canditioner at your comfort level. This full functional wireless remote allows
you to opsrate your air conditiener without having ta get up and go 1o the
unil. The full funclion fealure allows you 1o change The sellings and lurn The
unit on or off from the remote itsel. This control pud works the seme as
the control pad on the air conditioner.

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Alter you plug in the unit it will perform a self test. All the display lights
will turn on for 3 seconds. The LED display will read “83”. If any display
light fails to furn on you may need service on the unit. After the 3 seconds
self test the unit will automatically go to the stand by mode. Now all lights
will be off and you will have to turn “ON” by pressing the On/Cff key.
After pressing “On/Of, the unit starts to work and enters the status of
“Fan” with low sefting. You will have to press the (a) ar (v) key on the
Temp/Time fo set the temperature at your desired comfort. You can choose
between 61°F and 86°F. Once the temperature is set you can raise or
lower it by pressing the (&) or (v keys. (Orly when the unit is cooling,

can the temperature setting be adjusted.) (See Fig. # 2)

1) Select Med. A/C on the Function Set knokb.

2) Set the Temperature Set knob aof the mid level setting. This will turn on
your air conditioner.

3) You can set the thermostat from Min Cool to Max Cool. Min Cool being
the warmest selling Max Cool bcing the coldest selling .

4) Your air conditioner has 1 or 2 Fan speeds depending on your madel
purchosed ond 2 A/C seltings.

5) IF your air conditioner has a Vent control make sure that it is on close.
Leave it open only if you need to recycle the stale room air. By leaving it
closed you will retain the eool air in the raom.

6) Let your air conditioner run for a few tours before adjusting to the
desired seftings.

7) Remember the compressor of your air conditioner will nok work
when the temperature goes below 65°F.

8) Also when yau shut off the air candilianer wait for 3 minutes
hefore turning it en again. This is the compressor cycle time.

9) IF you have any trouble in operating your air conditioner please refer to
the Trouble Shooting section.

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Installations

Before you install your air conditioner check the following:

1) The unit is free of all obstructions inside and outside the raom e.g. drapes,
curtains, furniture, plonts, shrubs, bushes, trees, other structures like building,
garage etc. Air conditioner must have clear unobstructed airflow through the
condenser o remove the heat.

2) The window is strang enough to hold the weight of the air conditioner.,
Extra brackels or supports may ke needed depending on your windows.
(Brackets or Supports not provided in all models)

3} The window sill and track are strong encugh to hold the weight of the
air conditioner.

4) The wall is strong enough to hold the unit. Extra brockets ar supports may he
needed depending on the wall. (Brackets ar Supports not pravided in all madels).

5) There is adequate and proper power supply near the air conditioner.

A 6) DO NOT use adapter plugs.

A 7) DO NOT use extension cords.

A 8) DO NOT cut or remove the ground prong.

A 9) DO NOT modify the plug or the electrical wall outlet in any way.
If plug does not fit the electrical outlet have a certified electrician do the
necessary change.

A 10) DO NOT connect electrical power to e unit before installation.

A 11) DO NOT use if power cord is worn out, frayed or otherwise damaged.
Avoid using if there are cracks or abrasion dqmdge <:||ong the |engl|1,

A 12) DO NOT install into any existing cabinet or sleeve which does not have side

Window Opening Requirements

The air conditioner is designed to fit into double or sirgle hung sash type windows. Each of the
units comes with an installation kit that provides cdjustable mounting louvers, to fill the gaps
between the sides of the unit, and the window [rame. The chart below reflects the dimensions
of the vnils wilh, und withoul inslallalion kils. Measure your window opening widlh and compare
it to the chart below 1o ensure thot it meets the minimum and meximum window width requiresments.

® Always use o soft cloth dampened with water or mild soap

and water solution to wipe the front of the cabinet.

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* To store your air conditioner, after the season, remove the unit from the
window as per the installation guide. Repack the unit in its original box
and store away. If your unit is instolled in a wall or you do not intend to
remove it from the window then cover the oukside with a winter cover.
This can be purchased from the retailer where you purchased your
air conditioner or from your local hardware store.

* Before putting awory your unit make sure any water left in the pan is
removed and drained away. Water left in the pan could lead to Rusting
or dumage to the electrical connedtions.

Trouble-Shooting

If air conditioner does not operate:
¢ Check if unit is plugged in. The plug may have come loose.

¢ Check if the unit is in “Off" mode.
¢ The fan control may be in O’ position.

Air from air conditioner is warm:
e The A/C setting may need o be raised.
* The tremperature outside the room is below 65°F The compressor will
not cycle on if the femperature outside is below 65°F.

Ice farmation an coaling coils:
* Outside temperature too cold. Sct the unit on fan only
sefting ta defrost ice.
¢ Lower temperature sefting. Temperature sefting may be foo cold.
 Unit BTU may be too high for the room.
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Air conditioner working but room not cooling:

* Room may have appliances that produce heat. Use an exhaust fan to
remove excess heat.

» Vent may be in the open position. Vent has to be closed for
optimum cacling.

* Redirect the airflow. Remove any obstacles.

* All daors cnd windows need to be closed so cool air does
not escape the room.

» Air filter may need cleaning.

* Unit BTU may be too low for the required cooling area.

* On extreme hat & humid days air canditioncrs may toke
o lifle longer to cool.

Air conditioner is making noise when cooling:
You may hear sounds of air mavement, water, compressor clicking on and
oft or window vibrations. Please read Operating Guide — Normal
Operating Sounds. (Sce page 8)

Woater in the air conditioner cabinek:
