Normal Operating Sounds

o Thermostat clicks, As the thermostat cycles on/off you will
hear this sound.

= Cool airflow mavement as dictated by the set fan speed.

= Water sounds. This is normal since your air conditioner acfs as a
dehumidifier also. Thus you will hear water sounds from water drops
falling on the condenser.

e As the refrigerant flows through the inner sedled tuking
rushing noise may be heard.

* Rattling or vibrating roises may be heard due to paor wall
or windaw installation.

« High pitch comprassor sound may be heard.

5) IF your air conditioner has a Vent control make sure that it is on close.
Leave it open only if you need to recyde the stale room air. By leaving it
closed you will refain the cool air in the raom.

6) Let your wir conditioner run for o few tours before adjusting to the
desired seffings.

7) Remember the compressor of your air cenditioner will nok work
when the femperature goes below 65°F

8} Alsa when you shut off the air condilioner wait for 3 minutes
hefore turning it on again. This is the compressor cycle fime.

3) The window sill and frack are strong encugh to hold the weight of the
air conditioner.

4) The woll is strong enough te held the unit. Extra brockets ar supports may he
needed depending on the wall. (Brackets ar Supports not pravided in ol models).

5) There is adequate and proper power supply near the air conditioner.

A 8) DO NOT cut or remove the ground prong.

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Air conditioner working but room not cooling:

* Room may have applianees thet produce heat. Use an exhaust tan to
remove excess heat,

» All daors and windows need to be closed so cool air does
not escape the raom.
