Using your appliance

« Do not use the appliance to pick up
flammable liquids or any materials that
could catch fire.

« Never pull the charger lead to discon-
nect the charger from the socket. Keep
the charger lead away from heat, ol
and sharp edges.

« This appliance is not intended for use
by young or infirm persons without

supervision.

Children must be supervised to ensure
they do not play with the appliance.

After use

« Unplug the charger before cleaning the
charger or charging base.

« When not in use, the appliance should
be stored in a dry place.

« Children should not have access to
stored appliances.

Inspection and repairs

« Before use, check the appliance for
damaged or defective parts. Check for
breakage of parts, damage to switches
and any other conditions that may af-
fect its operation.

« Do not use the appliance if any part is
damaged or defective.

« Have any damaged or defective parts
repaired or replaced by an authorised
repair agent.

Batteries

«» Never attempt to open for any reason.

« Charge only at ambient temperatures
between 10°C and 40°C.

« Charge only using the charger pro-
vided with the appliance/tool. Using
the wrong charger could result in an
electric shock or overheating of the
battery.
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« When disposing of batteries, follow
the instructions given in the section
"Protecting the environment".

« Do not damage/deform the battery
pack either by puncture or impact, as
this may create a risk of injury and fire.

« Do not charge damaged batteries.

« Under extreme conditions, battery
leakage may occur. When you notice
liquid on the batteries carefully wipe
the liquid off using a cloth. Avoid skin
contact.

« In case of skin or eye contact, follow
the instructions below.
